	David Blacquiere called the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asked the Council to look over the Agenda to see if there was anything to be added to it.

	Gail moved that the Agenda be adopted and Shane seconds the motion.  We will let Rick Blacquiere speak

	first on the Agenda. Motion Carried

	

	Rick Blacquiere: Rick asks the Council to reconsider their decision to plow the right-a-way which the 

	village owns into his property. He gives a letter for the Council to read. He also brings up that if there is to 

	be a water tank or water tower on the property behind his house, he would prefer it to be a tank, so it isn’t

	so visible to his home. David then thanked Rick and tells him we’ll get back to him as soon as we can.

	

	Minutes: Review monthly minutes from November 25, 2008 meeting. Gail motioned to accept the 

	minutes as presented. Randy seconds the motion. Randy asks did we find out about the hydrants. Patsy

	the Administrator answers that there are 17 in the Community and the charges for them was mutually

	agreed on years ago. Motion carried.

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Gail informs Council that she has spoken to Chris and because the Cap Site isn’t busy they 

	would like to offer a course. Gail asks if we should charge for this. The Council asks how many hours

	is it in use in the winter. Patsy will look into this. Gail motions that her report be accepted as presented.

	Shane seconds the motion.

	

	Fire Department: No report.

	

	Unsightly Property: No report. Randy received a phone call from Gordon Toombs -  can he dump free fill 

	at the dump.  Randy told him yes. David spoke to the Alexanders’ on Amira Dow’s greenhouse. She is 

	away now but she hired someone to take it down while she was gone and they quit half way through.

	

	Sewer & Water: No report.

	

	Development: Shane has been looking at the new house on Harbourview Dr. to check its height.  He is 

	still looking at it, as the grade is not complete. He will verify the height.

	Shane explains that he has had his property resurveyed to correct the lot line for his property. Gail 

	questions how was this passed years ago. He then recues himself from the meeting so the Council can 

	discuss. The correction will now go to the Registry in Charlottetown. The correction to Shane’s does not 

	affect the other property as there is still lots of room from the  new lot line to the house. Dan motions to 

	accept the change to Shane’s property #237735 with the new survey as presented to the Council. Randy 

	seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Animal Control:  No report.

	

	Parks: Nancy not here to report.

	

	Lights:  Nothing to report. Gail informs Danny that the light by George Noble is flashing. Danny says he

	will report it.

	

	Streets: Nothing to report. David informs the Council that the street was canvassed about making Legion

	and Marshall into oneways and the people were split on doing that. David says we’ll have to put this issue

	back on the table.

	

	Special Events: Nancy not in to report.

	

	New Business:

	

	Police Expectations: David reads the letter from the RCMP regarding the performance plan we as a 

	Community would like the police to pay special attention to. The Council will brainstorm at a later meeting

	to come up with ideas to give to the police.

	

	Island Community Fund: There are 2 funds I would like to introduce to the Council. The first is for 

	the Park Equipment and the second is for the Fire Department Equipment. The Council asks if the Fire

	Department will do any fund raising to support their portion.

	

	Shane motions we submit the application to the Island Community Fund for the Project of the

	Centennial Park Equipment as presented by Patsy, our  Administrator. Randy seconds the motion. 

	Motion carried.

	Shane motions we submit the application to the Island Community Fund for the Project of the

	Fire Dept. Equipment as presented by Patsy, our  Administrator. Randy seconds the motion. 

	Motion carried.

	

	Robert – 44 hours in the summer: Gail moves that we allow Robert to work up to 44 hours if the need is 

	there, under Patsy’s approval. Randy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Electrical plugs on the Boardwalk: The Council discusses putting in extra outlets. Gail asks if the plugs

	can be locked so everyone can’t use them. Mark asks if maybe a generator would be better suited for the  

	job. Get a cost for a generator.

	

	Canada Day: David asks Shane to chair the Canada Day Committee. We will require an answer soon.

	David volunteers to look after the parade. The fireworks can either be done at Hughey’s or at Wayne’s 

	property. The Council ask Patsy to send a card and fruit basket to Selwyn.

	

	Cats: Sandy from Fisherman’s Wharf called on Allan’s behalf. They were inquiring if anything is being

	done with the cat problem. She said that Allan may call an exterminator for the restaurant.

	

	Development for Pineau Property: David explains that he had a great meeting with the Community of 

	Miscouche. He said in a meeting with them they when they started working on their development, houses

	that were for sale in the Community began to sell, as people like to move to a Community where there is

	activity. In Miscouche they only paid 1/6 of the money for the project. They did not hire a project manager

	and the Council did it themselves. Kinkora has also agreed to meet with me as well. David will have

	Miscouche come in and talk to Council about what they have done.

	

	EMO: Gary Gallant has agreed to become our Emergency Measures Manager. We are now pursuing 

	getting a generator for the Lion’s Club through the Emergency Measures. David will be contacting Peter

	at the Lion’s Club and see if they will split the cost. We are compelled by Provincial to have the EMO

	Plan and Shelter.

	

	Private Snow Ploughs: Gary raised a complaint that private snow ploughs were putting snow on the 

	road and creating problems for people using that road. That’s an issue that must be dealt with by the 

	Province. We will reply to Gary that the Province must deal with it. When snow is put on the road it is a 

	Provincial problem. We will contact the province regarding this.

	

	In regards to the Rick Blacquiere letter it has already been dealt with and we are not changing our 

	opinion. The Council wants to know if we will have a tank or tower for water. Les will have more 

	information at a later date and present  it to the Council with his recommendation.

	

	Gail motioned to adjourn the meeting and Randy seconds the motion.
