	Giles calls the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: Giles asks the Council to review the agenda and ask if there is anything to be added or deleted.

	Gail moves the Agenda to be accepted as presented. Seconded by David. Motion passed.

	

	Humane Society: Giles introduces the representatives of the Humane Society and turns the floor over to 

	Kelly.

	Kelly thanks the Council for their interest in Animal Control and having them out to speak.

	Kelly asks what are we looking for from them at this time.

	The Council suggests that we would like to set up a contract with them.

	Kelly asks Martin, the Animal Control Officer, what he would like to see happen.

	Martin answers that he would like to be able to take a loose dog into the Humane Society to drop it off 

	because we don’t have a local kennel.

	Kelly explains with a contract in place, if the dog is dropped off by the Animal Control Officer from the  

	Community, then they would charge for the care of the dog which is generally $15 per day for the length 

	that is set up in the By-law which is 10 days. We have to hold the animal that amount of time to give the

	owners that time to come and get the animal. The animal’s picture is posted on the website so the owner’s

	can look for their pet.

	Danny asks who pays the $150.

	Kelly replies that if the owner pays if they come to get their pet – if not it would be the Community. Most

	Communities only have a five day wait period for dog pick up. If you change your By-law then you could 

	bring the costs down for the holding period and then the Humane Society can try to get them adopted more

	quickly.

	Robbie asks if there is a charge for euthanasia if need be.

	Kelly answers there is a $75 charge for this and right now you have a $25 impound fee in your By-law.

	Therefore if someone comes to pick up their pet they would have to pay the $25 impound fee plus $15 per 

	day for the number of days it has been at the Shelter, plus if they don’t have their tags there will be a charge

	for that as well.

	David asks what are we looking at for a contract?

	Kelly answers that there are different options -  there is a fee for service, which is what we are talking about 

	now. There is a contract where you pay so much a month and the Humane Society is available at all times. 

	It would seem to make more sense because there isn’t a large number of incidents to pay for each service.

	David asks if we require an agreement for this?

	Beckie answers that a contract has to be made up and signed.

	Another service we can provide is a microchip clinic. This is where we implant a chip the size of a grain of

	rice under the skin. It’s there for life.

	Giles thanks Kelly and Beckie for coming out.

	Martin asks the Council how many times should be taking a dog back home before we take it in.

	Giles answers a few times with a warning and then deliver to the Humane Society.

	Martin excuses himself.

	

	Minutes: Giles asks the minutes to be reviewed. 

	Gail motions that the minutes be accepted as presented and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Business arriving from the Minutes: No new business arriving from the minutes.

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements.

	Gail motions that the Financial Statements be accepted as presented and David seconds the motion.

	Motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	REPORTS:

	Fire Department:  I spoke to the school on the afterschool programs and they are having more discussions

	on this. Freddy will contact them on helping out with paperwork. 

	

	Freddy called Fraser Inman to speak to him about the Dump cleanup situation and Patsy will let you know 

	more later on that.

	

	Freddy reports everything is going good at the Fire Dept and we had a meeting with Resort to discuss an

	increase in the Fire Dues and the meeting went very well. They were very happy to receive information

	on this. We are suppose to receive a sample contract from David Blacquiere and we will set something

	up between the North Rustico Fire Department and the Resort Municipality. 

	Patsy explains to Council that we will be meeting with Parks Canada to discuss an increase. We would like 

	an increase of 25% for three years in a row.

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and seconded by Danny MacFarlane. Motion carried.

	Freddy excuses himself from the meeting.

	

	CAP Site: Giles says he will have somebody responsible for it at the next meeting.

	Patsy states that we have moved the CAP Site into the Boardroom and it is up and running. If we want to 

	sell the extra computers how much do we want. There are problems with them. The Fire Department would 

	like one. The other Janet D wants. David motions that one computer is given to the Fire Department and 

	the other goes for no more than $50. Gail seconds the motion and the motion is carried.

	

	There has not been any interest in renting the CAP site. Patsy wants to make a correction that the CAP  

	site property is actually with the park property and not a separate parcel.

	

	Unsightly Property: Danny has nothing to report.

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: There is no one to report. 

	Martin’s report as follows – on April 22 that there were 2 dogs at large on Allen St. When I arrived the dogs 

	were both tied. When I approached the owner, I was assured that the dogs are always tied up. I’ve driven 

	by since and they have always been tied. I advised them that they must purchase their tags.

	

	Parks: Gail reports that last month we talked about a skateboarding park. A starting project with fencing

	and insurance would probably start at $20,000. Maybe we can do some fundraising to help with the park.

	Robbie says he will meet with the kids and see what they have to say.

	Gail says it’s important to find out exactly what the kids want.

	

	Gail has discussed a shading equipment piece to put in the park. Patsy Gallant from the park committee has 

	approximately $2000 to help with a structure.

	

	The administrator reports that the Hunter-Clyde Watershed group would have a work-crew available to 

	work on the Boardwalk. So let me know what you would like done.

	On Monday May 3, there will be a presentation and AGM for the watershed group and they would like 

	someone from the Council to attend. It’s at 7:00pm.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and David seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  David reports that there was 1 light out on Gulfview Cres and that was called in on April 21th,

	David moves the adoption of his report and Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: David reports that he contacted Francis Kelly to find out what he thought would be repaved this

	year. Francis said it looked good for Timber Lane and Hilltop to the Line Road on Hwy 6. He had not

	heard anything yet on Church Hill Ave. or Riverside Dr. but we should find out shortly on these others. The 

	asphalt plant should be open mid May.

	David informs Council that he has sent an email to Stephen Yeo seeing when the surveyors will be in the 

	area to go over the proposed sidewalk route. I see that they are out today, so hopefully we will hear from  

	them soon so we can start applying for the funding.

	We sent an email to Kevin Campbell to repair the power box at Bull’s Acre and he said it was his 

	department and would take care of it.

	An email was sent to Alan Aitken concerning the issue of the one way on Legion St, but we’ve not heard 

	back from him yet.

	Danny questions if it is still an issue now that the Legion is closed.

	Gail notes that it is still a problem and they should go forward with the study and recommendation.

	We are still waiting to hear from Allan Dow on the Riverside issue and hopefully over the next few weeks

	we will hear from him and set up a meeting.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Robbie reports that Giles, Carl and himself met to discuss the permit for Robin’s Donuts.

	Robbie motions that we approve #1358 for Todd MacKinnon/Robin’s Donuts and Danny seconds the 

	motion. Motion carried.

	Robbie motions for the approval for the Demolition Permit for Jameal Dow of 14 Church Hill Ave. and

	Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Robbie reports that he stopped by Sunny and Martin’s property at 30 Legion St approximately 3 weeks ago

	as it was brought to my attention that they were building a greenhouse as an addition to one of their 

	utility buildings. They have 2 utility buildings which have been grandfathered in.He asked if Martin applied 

	for a building permit. Martin answered that he has not. Then it must come down. Martin came in the office  

	and Patsy asked if it had been taken down and he said he didn’t have time and that Sunny would deal with 

	this when she came back in a week or so. 

	Patsy was instructed by Robbie to issue a letter to Sunny and Martin to take down the structure – see 

	attached.

	Robbie motions that we contact our lawyer to issue a letter  to Sunny & Martin’s to take the addition 

	down and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Robbie moved the adoption of his report and Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	New Business:

	Security: Patsy reports that she had Connolly out to price putting security in the Boardroom/CAP. It will

	cost approximately $450. 

	Gail responds that most people already think that the whole building is alarmed.

	The Council decides not to bother putting in the alarm in the back room.

	

	Dump: Patsy explains that she received a call from Fraser Inman explaining that our dump site would be

	designated a contaminated site along with over 100 other dump sites on the Island and we would not have

	to do anything else to the site and we wouldn’t be fined. He gave me Jim Young’s number so I can email

	him – as he is the director in the environment dept. and I can get this in writing, which I will do tomorrow. 

	

	I will follow up with the contractors just for the Vincent Pineau site cleanup.

	

	Robert’s Truck Usage: David explains to the Council that we should give Robert money for gas and 

	wear and tear on his truck.

	Robbie asks aren’t we purchasing a trailer to be able to be pulled by his truck.

	Gail motions that we pay Robert $50 per month for use of truck and David seconds the motion. Motion

	carried.

	

	David asks how much are we going to spend for the purchase a trailer?

	Danny responds that he will look for a used trailer.

	

	Website Quote: There were 2 quotes first from Seabreeze Consulting approximately $3000 and the 

	second is from Website Advantage is $5000. The second company will allow us to promote local 

	businesses and then over time we should be able to recoup some of the cost.

	Gail motions that we accept that the Website Advantage quote for the Community Website and seconded

	by Danny. Motion carried.

	

	Yardsale: The Community Yardsale will be May 29 and raindate May 30th.

	

	Cheque for Sunny: The Council instructed Patsy to issue a cheque for Sunny for 3 months.
