	Agenda: David asks the Council to review the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. 

	Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Fred seconds the motion. Motion Carried.

	

	Minutes: David asks the Council to review the minutes from July’s Meeting. 

	Nancy asks Patsy if anything is being done with Carly’s birds. 

	Patsy answers no.

	David instructs Patsy to write a letter to Carly and ask for a complete inventory of his birds and to have this

	completed within 14 days. If we do not receive any correspondence in 14 days we will have to go up and

	ask if we can complete an inventory ourselves, if that doesn’t work we will contact our lawyer.

	Nancy asks if the pile of dirt is removed from the Boardwalk.

	Patsy replies that it is not removed.

	David asks Patsy to check with Robert on the status of this.

	Nancy asks when the exercise equipment arrived.

	Patsy said they arrived over a week ago and was installed last Friday.

	Nancy asks when the other piece of equipment is arriving.

	Patsy answers in September.

	Gail moves that the minutes be accepted as presented and Fred seconds the motion. Motion carried

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. 

	David asks if there is more revenue expected from Dog Tags.

	Patsy answers yes and that this may be not the best way to collect this charge as it seems expensive to keep

	sending out letters and still no payment.

	David asks Patsy to research what is done in other municipalities and get together with Fred and bring their 

	proposal to the next meeting.

	CAP Site: Gail reports that the CAP Site has been busy lately. The upgrades have been completed and now

	there are a few monitors that are not being used.

If this doesn’t work out we will give them

	out to whoever wants them for free.

	In the future we will discuss increasing the usage fees for the CAP Site.

	Gail motions that her report be accepted as proposed, Nancy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Unsightly Property: Randy reports that 9 Marshall is cleaned up. Robbie’s property is cleaned up as well. 

	So we don’t need to send a letter out to them.

	Randy moves the adoption of his report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer & Water: David reports that he has spoken to Les recently and we are not far from breaking

	ground on the new well site upgrades . 

	

	Animal Control: David recommends that we drop the dog catcher position at the end of this month as we 

	have the Bylaw Enforcement people in place, should we be paying 2 bodies to perform the same service.

	Gail motions that we terminate the dog catcher position and Fred seconds the motion. David asks if there is 

	any discussion on the motion.

	Randy states that he does not agree.

	Nancy agrees with Randy.

	Randy says he doesn’t agree with the job Scott is doing, he doesn’t send in his reports but maybe we should

	get another dogcatcher.

	2 in favour, 1 opposed and 1 abstains from the vote.

	Motion carried.

	David asks Patsy to write a letter of termination. Call Scott and set up a meeting with him.

	Fred moves the adoption of her report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Parks & Special Events: Nancy reports that the outdoor exercise equipment has arrived. Nancy moves the 

	adoption of her report. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  No report.

	Development: Gail motions that permit#1349 for Teresa Gallant for a mini barn be approved. Fred seconds

	New Business:

	Signage exemption: We received a call from a government employee saying that we are not included in the 

	exemption as stated on the Highway Signage Act Regulations. David states that he will write a letter to 

	the government esplaining that we are happy with the way we are handling our signage and do not want to 

	write a bylaw. David will ask the government to let us know in writing, what they are requesting of us.

	

	Signs for the washroom: David tells the Council that Ginny who looks after the washrooms in the park is

	requesting a sign that says Public Washroom, so visitors can easily spot it. 

	

	Freddy recommends that Les Andrews makes aluminum signs for the washroom.

	

	Benefits for staff: David explains that when he hired Patsy, he told her that he hoped eventually there  

	would be benefits for staff. Since that, the Federation of Municipalities has negotiated with Cooke 

	Insurance a benefit plan for Administrators and permanent employees of the Community. It would be a 

	cost of 4% of Patsy’s salary.

	Freddy makes a motion that we proceed with the benefit package for our Administrator and we will revisit

	on the seasonal staff at the next monthly meeting. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.
