	Giles calls the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: Giles asks the Council to review the agenda and ask if there is anything to be added or deleted.

	Gail motions to accept the agenda, and David seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Minutes: Giles asks the minutes to be reviewed. 

	Gail motions that the minutes be accepted as presented and David seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Business arriving from the Minutes: Giles asks if there is any business arriving from the minutes.

	Giles asks Shane why the first Canada Day meeting is not until March and why the signage for the meeting

	was not done by the office?

	Shane replied that he felt March would work better. 

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements.

	Gail motions that the Financial Statements be accepted as presented and David seconds the motion.

	Motion carried,

	

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Laurie reports that the CAP Site costs for the year. Expenses $13672. of that $8119.01 was  

	wages. Revenue was $4674.50 – of that $4000 is a grant $442.50 printer revenue & $232 donations, which

	is a shortfall of over $9000.

	Assets – 7 computers and 2 printers.

	Capsite funding may be discontinued but we won’t find out until later in the year. I think that we should 

	look at other options, if the only mandate for funding is accessibility than maybe we can utilize the office 

	and hire a student to share duties to include more than just CAP Site work, such as Seashore Festival.

	Freddy agrees that it’s time to change the use of CAP site, as most people have their own computer now

	and we shouldn’t be paying for kids wanting to play games, that wasn’t the intent of this service.

	Laurie moves the adoption of her report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Unsightly Property: Gail reports that she went and spoke to Robbie on Allen St. Robbie said he knew

	there was a problem but he will be cleaning it up right away and will be painting in the Spring.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Laurie seconds the report. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: Shane circulates Martin’s report (see attached).

	Giles suggests that we follow our Bylaws and enforce it. We have to start giving people 2 weeks to conform

	to the Bylaw and then if they don’t we should take them to court.

	Freddy agrees that we should enforce this.

	Council asks Shane to check with the SPCA to find out prices on arrangement with them to drop off dogs.

	Shane moves the adoption of his report and David seconds. Motion Carried.

	

	Parks: Sunny presents the letter for application for a grant for trees to Giles for his signature.

	There are 2 grants that we are applying for the first is for seedlings and the other is a $500 grant which

	we will be able to purchase some larger trees. Sunny explains that she will go over the tree locations with 

	Council before doing any planting.

	Freddy says that he is definitely in favour applying but agrees that we should all be involved in where to 

	plant the trees.

	Sunny says there is a large number of seedlings and maybe we could give them out at a Community event.

	Sunny moves the adoption of her report and Gail seconds it.

	Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  David said he called in 3 lights and he sent a letter to Leo McCormick telling him we would not be

	putting in a light at the end of his driveway. The light on the pole at the end of the Fire Hall was damaged

	and called in and repaired right away.

	David motions that his report be accepted as presented and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: David said he called Francis Kelly earlier this month regarding the drainage of the manhole in 

	front of the Community Market and he was in the area and cleaned it out.

	The potholes by the Arcade and the Lion’s Club were called in and then repaired.

	David said he called Darlene Rhodenizer for funding for our Streetscape project, all the funding has been

	allocated for this year which ends March 31. We are attempting  to set up a meeting with Nancy Murphy to 

	discuss streetscape. A meeting has been set up with Wayne Easter to see if there is any federal funding for 

	Streetscape projects.

	Sunny asks if we have heard anything on the study being done by the province for Legion St.

	David replies he has not and doesn’t expect to hear anything until April, but he will contact Alan Aitkin’s

	office this week for an update.

	David motions that his report be accepted as presented and Laurie seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department:  Freddy reports that Giles attended the Fire Dept meeting and announced the new Chief 

	and Deputy and everything seems to be going good.

	Freddy explains that we met today with David Rossiter, from the Provincial Fire Marshall’s Office to 

	discuss Fire Dues. We will be meeting with the Fire District Committee to discuss an increase. We will 

	meet with the Resort Municipality before July when they prepare their budget, so there will be no increase

	until next year for them.

	Freddy motions that his committee will increase the tax rate of the North Rustico Fire District at least 15%.

	Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report, and Gail seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Sunny motions that we approve the permit #1531 for Sherida LeClair and Laurie seconds 

	the motion. Motion carried

	

	Sunny motions that we approve in principle the property line change by Scott Gallant to give property back

	to his parents from his parcel and to trade the same amount of property with Edwin Doiron from the side, 

	where the driveway is to the rear of Edwin’s property. David seconds the motion. Motion carried

	

	Sunny reports that Chris Brown, the owner of 17 Riverside Dr. asked if he requires a building permit for  

	a foundation and Sunny told him that he does.

	

	Sunny then tells the Council she will be going out West for a few months. So while she’s away Martin and 

	Carl will give assistance if need be.

	

	Sunny moves the adoption of her report. Gail seconds. Motion carried.

	

	New Business:

	Letter from RCMP: The administrator, Patsy,  explains that each year the RCMP send out a letter to ask 

	Communities what they would like the police to pay special attention to in their area.

	The Council answers – we should ask to have more presence on the weekend evenings. Keep looking in on 

	the park.

	

	Canada Day/Seashore Festival/Yard Sale: Shane reports that we met with Cavendish Dunes Association,

	regarding the Seashore Festival and we received the figures and information they had on this event. We will 

	meet with them again, in the first week on March and discuss further.

	Patsy explains to Council that last year we had our first Community yard sale. This year Cavendish Resort

	Area would like to join with us. We would like to add a little more detail in the handout this year.

	

	Budget 2010: Patsy gives a brief overview of the upcoming budget and asks the Councilors to 

	take it  home to review and we will meet again on March 8 at 7:30pm to discuss if further detail.

	

	Open Floor: Laurie offers her resignation due to health issues.

	

	Freddy moves the meeting adjourned.
