	David Blacquiere called the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asks the Council to look over the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Nancy seconds the motion. Motion Carried. 

	

	Minutes: David asks the Administrator to correct the date on the Agenda of the last meeting to January 27. 

	David reads the minutes of the January 27, meeting to the Council.

	

	Business arising from Minutes: Gail asks if we decided on a generator. David replies that we have 

	purchased one for Robert’s use for $148.00. Nancy asks if we are getting a generator for the Treatment

	Plant and David says we will have to ask Les on that. Gail asks Shane if he checked on the house on 

	Harbourview Dr. and Shane responds that he checked with the builder about the house. The front of the 

	foundation is open so it makes it appear higher than it is. Shane informs Council that he has already signed

	off on this and has no recourse at this point. David explains to Shane that this is what our role is. When 

	bringing permits to the meeting you must be able to tell Council whether or not the building is conforming

	to the bylaws. Shane questions that the bylaw is unclear and David says we will review. David and Shane

	decide to have a meeting with the builder. David explains to Shane that the onus should be on the builder.

	Gail questions Shane to find out if the height was on the plans. Shane replies that the height was not on the 

	plans. Gail said if we signed off without the height then we will have no recourse. David again tells Shane

	that we should still meet with the builder.  David explains that we must in the future make sure all plans

	conform to our bylaws. 

	

	Nancy asks if we had response from our application for the Island Community Fund. David answers no.

	Gail motions to accept the minutes as presented and Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. Patsy explains to 

	Council that Canada Day and the Fire Department will all be together this year. Danny questions on the

	wages on the Income Statement and Patsy responds that there were 5 weeks in January which makes it a bit

	more. Nancy questions the amount for a  Canada Day accounts and Patsy explains one is revenue and the  

	other is a bank account. Nancy moves the financial statements as presented and Shane seconds the motion.

	The motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Chris has started to have his 4 week course. He has 3 people enrolled. David asks if she thinks

	it’s justified to stay open with so few people and Gail replies no and we will have to rethink this for this 

	year. Gail moves the adoption of her report and Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department: Shane reported that the Fire Dept received there new truck outside. David inquires if 

	they are happy with it and Shane replies they are. Shane then moves the adoption of his report and Danny 

	seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Unsightly Property: Randy not present. David reports there is nothing new with the Alexanders’ and

	Amira Dow. Gail questions if Toombs have started dumping any fill and David and Danny reply they aren’t

	sure but don’t think so.

	

	Sewer & Water: David spoke to Les about the drilling of the wells which is ongoing. Nancy questions that

	the pipes were put in for the water flow in one direction and if we change this what will happen. David

	responds that he doesn’t know and will have to ask Les on this.

	

	Development: Shane has already given his report earlier in the meeting and therefore has nothing more to

	report.

	

	Animal Control:  Fred reads the animal control officer report to the Council. The discussions begin on the

	number of cats in the Community. It was decided that a meeting be set up with David, Fred and Scott. 

	Gail agreed that a trap can be set on her property to catch the cats and then take them to a farm.

	

	Parks: Nancy has no report.

	

	Lights:  Danny had 4 calls on lights and called them in. He is now aware of a problem with Derek 

	Blacquiere’s and he will look at Benoir’s. David asks how much would we save in a six month period 

	having the light turned off at the end of the Line Road.  Patsy answers that it would be between $250-275.

	David suggests we talk about this in the fall.

	

	Streets: Legion St has to be changed to a one-way. We should talk about this again. Danny moves the 

	adoption of his reports and Nancy seconds. Motion carried.

	

	Special Events: Nancy says she is calling a meeting of her Communities In Bloom girls. 

	For Tour-de-PEI we will support them in the same manner as last year with food trays but no monies. 

	Signs have been put up for Canada Day Committee meeting. Security has been ordered with the same 

	people as last year. Selwyn will be with the parade and Jamie McManaman will look after the “Dump Road

	Derby” The Lion’s Club is donating money towards the new Park Equipment from Friday fundraiser.

	

	New Business:

	

	BizPal: David reads the letter from Frieda MacLaren of the Province to the Council. David explains that if

	we intend to license businesses we may be wise to partner in with something like this, but right now it does

	not mean anything to us it’s just information. Please keep on file.

	

	Healthy Aging Forum: David reads a letter from Julie McMurrer of the Federation of Municipalities.

	The Forum on Healthy Aging will be held at St Pius X on March 17 from 10:00am to 3:00pm. 

	 If any Councilors want to attend, the Community will pay for any expenses they incur.

	

	Canada Day Youth Award: David reads the letter for the Canada Day Youth Award. The program is  

	designed to recognize and award the outstanding achievements and contributions of young people across

	Canada. One recipient will be chosen from each county on PEI. Nominators may put forth more than one 

	name for the award. Nominees must be 18 years of age or younger. Deadline for entries is March 31. 

	David suggests that Joseph, Nancy’s son should be nominated as he is such a great help around the park on

	Canada Day. It’s a great way to show our appreciation to young people for there help. David gives the  

	forms to Nancy so she can go through it.

	

	Expectations from the Community for Policing: David reads the letter from the RCMP. David asks 

	Patsy to create a survey form to be put in everyone’s mail through the Post Office.

	Gail moves that we draft a survey for the Policing of the Community and put in the Post Office Boxes and

	Nancy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Alan Kingate: David explains to Council that Alan wants to fill in his ditch to level out his lawn. David

	suggests that if Alan wants this to happen, Alan should come to us with an expert plan & quotation from

	ADI or someone who is in the business of doing this, then we will vote on it at that time. David then

	instructs Patsy to send him a letter explaining this.

	

	Annual Budget: David explains that last year what we did, was get together and take a half an hour and 

	we’ll go over the draft copy of the budget which Patsy has been working on.

	

	IRAC an the Community: David tells the Council that Rickey Blacquiere has went to IRAC to tell them

	he has been treated unfairly and IRAC has put us on notice that we are having a meeting April 15, 2009.

	In preparation for the meeting David will meet with David Gallant a past Councilor who is well aware of 

	all the circumstances of this situation. David makes the Council aware that Patsy and himself will attend 

	the meeting.

	

	Red Hatters Community Yard Sale: David says he has been contacted by the Red Hatters to 

	participate in this yard sale. The Red Hatters will go and canvas and get 50 places to be involved and then

	the Council will advertise for them. Danny asks what is the benefit to the Community and David explains

	that it’s a great way to get people out to our Community. This yard sale will be held on May 23. David 

	asks the Council if they like the idea and everyone seems is agreement.

	

	Signed Contract for the Windmill:  David goes over that he has signed the Windmill Contract. David

	explains that the electricity produced goes to the school and whatever is not required is banked. Danny

	asks if there is a cheaper rate for electricity for the school. David tells him, electricity price is regulated

	by Maritime Electric so the rates are the same. Shane then says that Maritime Electric buys any extra 

	produced by the WindMill. David suggests that he will bring someone in to explain how it works.

	

	Windmill Community Arena: David said that Norman Gallant approached him to see if we would indorse

	this. David explained to Norman that when we were considering putting up the Windmill at the School, we

	had a group go from door to door to make sure that they approved of it. The people were informed of all

	the possibilities and then they signed that they agreed. There has been some resistance in different 

	communities with this. We should find out from the people if they want this. So the Recreation Committee

	should have a Public Meeting and see if it meets any resistance and go to the street nearby and speak to the

	residents.  David says he thinks we can go ahead with this motion because this motion if it meets the 

	criteria, the Community would support having a Windmill for the North Star Arena. David gives the 

	Chair to Gail for a little while and then moves we would gladly promote the use of the windmill for our 

	Recreation Commission for the power supply for our arena, once a Public Meeting has been called and 

	that we receive direction from the Public that this is the way the Community wants to go. The motion is 

	seconded by Shane. 1-Nay (Nancy) 4-For   Motion Carried. Danny questions that can they bring the 

	windmill back after they try it for awhile. David says that is why we want approval so the people want it 

	before it’s put in.

	

	Light & Donation toward Boardwalk: David informs the Council that he has been contacted by Joan 

	Jamsey to purchase a light on the Boardwalk which is $1000 the proceeds come from monies left by

	Jamsey to donate to the Community. Joan also said there is more money but she’s not quite sure how 

	much, but she’ll find out as it’s in the Credit Union. Joan wanted to know if there is somewhere else that  

	she could donate the rest of the money. David asks the Council if it’s alright that we put the rest of the 

	money toward our Park Fund Equipment. The Council all agrees.
