	Patsy responds that there has been no letter sent out and we are waiting for Ricky to come back with info 

	from his visit to the Registry Dept in Charlottetown.

	David asks are we plowing his driveway?

	Gail answers that we were only going to discuss this, when the other issues are resolved.

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Laurie is sick and unable to attend. Patsy asks to give a short update. She explains that over 

	December and January there has been 2 people who have regularly used the CAP Computer. I have read

	info that suggests the CAP Site funding maybe cut this year. I will keep the Council abreast of the 

	situation.

	

	Unsightly Property: Gail asks what is the protocol to follow for unsightly property. A complaint has

	come in again for Robbie & Mary Lynn’s place. Pictures were taken before and a letter was sent out.

	Gail says she will go over and take a look and speak to them on the situation. 

	Freddy suggests we speak to Carolyn on this subject.

	

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Freddy seconds the report. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: Shane reads the 4 applicants who have applied for the position of Animal Control 

	Officer.

	Sunny is asked to leave the room before the vote to avoid any conflict.

	Shane motions that we hire Martin Gallant for Animal Control Officer and Gail seconds the motion.

	Motion carried.

	

	Shane wants Patsy to set a meeting with Martin at 6:30pm on February 1.

	

	Gail brings up that the Council should relook the Randy Perry situation, who enforces the court order.

	Freddy suggests this is a good question for Carolyn.

	Giles said hopefully Carolyn will give us some options. The whole Council agrees that something needs to

	be done about this situation.

	Shane moves the adoption of his report and David seconds. Motion Carried.

	

	Parks: Sunny reads her report which is attached.

	

	Sunny moves the adoption of her report and Shane seconds the motion.

	

	Gail reminds Sunny that the Harbour is not our property, we have no jurisdiction to extend Boardwalk.

	Sunny says she will ask Minister Bertram as a resident.

	

	Freddy says he would like the Council to apply for the trees as long as the Council has input into where 

	they will go.

	

	Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  David reports that there has between 25 to 30 lights called in and the list is available

	in the office.

	Gail says there is a large hole turning out of the Lion’s Club parking lot onto Timber Lane.

	Giles says there is a hole on Spring St by the manhole.

	Fire Department:  Freddy explains that we will be choosing a Fire Chief and Deputy Chief tonight.

	There is only one applicant for Deputy Chief – Mike Mouradian. Freddy reads his resume.

	There are 2 applicants for Fire Chief Jamie Gauthier and Scott Wakelin. Freddy reads both their resumes.

	

	Sunny asks if there could be a meeting with the Fire Dept without the Chief and Deputy in attendance, to 

	resolve issues. We should give the Chief help in Chairing their meetings.

	Freddy said they have given the Department opportunities in the past and they haven’t offered any 

	input and having a better Deputy will help the Fire Chief in his position.

	Freddy also states that it is imperative that this is kept quiet until it is announced at the Fire Dept’s 

	meeting on Tuesday, February 2nd.

	

	 Freddy motions that we choose Jamie Gauthier for Fire Chief and Mike Mouradian for Deputy Chief. It

	is seconded by Gail. Motion carried.

	

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report, and Gail seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Sunny reads her report which is attached.

	

	Sunny motions that the Community rezones 14 Chrurch Hill Ave  Property #237420 from an R1 

	Residential to an R2 Residential. Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Sunny motion that the Community rezones the property #914275 & 236935 known as “new 

	subdivision” from Rural Resource to Residential (R1) and Residential (R2). Gail seconds the motion.

	Motion carried.

	

	Sunny moves that the Community approves the transfer of the property #700534 marked on sketch from 

	Scott P Gallant back to property # 491092 of Harold A Gallant. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Sunny motions that permit# 1354 for Irwin & Karen Gallant building a storage barn being approved.

	Seconded by Gail. Motion carried.

	

	Giles suggests to Sunny that she should have a Committee to help her Development.

	

	Sunny moves the adoption of her report. Freddy seconds. Motion carried.

	

	New Business:

	Questions for Carolyn: Freddy reads questions which had brought up tonight.

	How much backing does the province have for us enforcing our own bylaws? Issuing of tickets.

	What can the Community do about Randy and the court order which is presently in place?

	Streetscapes plan and where is it at?

	The new Community subdividion and an update on where the funding is at for this project?

	Is there funding available for roofs for the Fire Hall and the Treatment Plant?

	

	Chairing of Canada Day: Giles asks Shane if he is chairing the Canada Day Committee?

	Shane replies that he will help but not sure if he will Chair.

	Giles suggests that there should be a meeting in February to get things going.

	Shane agrees and said he will get back to Patsy in the office to set up a date.

	

	Robert’s Raise: Giles asks what is Robert is currently getting paid?

	Patsy responds $12/ per hour.

	David states that he has been working here for 4 years without a raise and I think we should give him one.

	Freddy says he’s a wonderful asset to the Community and we can call him anytime for any job.

	

	Shane motions that the Community gives Robert Sampson a $2 per hour raise and Freddy seconds the 

	motion. Motion carried.

	invoices sent out or do you want the Animal Control Officer to canvas?

	Giles suggests sending out invoices and send out the Animal Control Officer to the people who don’t pay.

	

	Noise for the Legion: Giles says there isn’t much we can do.

	Sunny asks why the Legion does not have to adhere to the Noise Bylaws.

	

	Recreation: Patsy explains she met with Cavendish and Hunter River regarding hiring a recreational

	director for this whole area. We will look at this in the future.
