	David Blacquiere called the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asks the Council to review the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. Nancy asks to talk about a bylaw review.

	Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Randy seconds the motion. Motion Carried.

	

	David introduces Frank Morrison and explains that he spoke a year ago on a tobacco free policy. David 

	says that the Council embraced this idea and we have asked him to return to help us to move forward with

	this. David then turns the floor over to Frank.

	Frank give a review of what’s been happening since he last spoke to the Council over 1 year ago. There are 

	10 Communities that have adopted this policy and 3 or 4 more that will soon be coming on board as well.

	The key to the compliance is information. The more that people know, then the more they are on side. This

	can be done through signage and word of mouth. Most Communities have not written new Bylaws but have 

	adopted Policies.

	We are planning a workshop in the fall for all Communities to review how everything is going on with this.

	I suggest adopting this July 1st and really put it in place September 1st. Then we recommend we review in a 

	year. The main concern is who will enforce it but it polices itself through peer pressure etc.

	At the meeting in the fall we will talk about the different ways to advertise. 

	Gail asks isn’t there already a provincial law in place that says you must be at least 15 feet from a door 

	when you smoke or is it just at government buildings. 

	Nancy says that it’s the same distance from windows.

	Frank says that it’s very confusing for people making it ineffective. This will be a policy that is put in place

	and most people will follow.

	David says in summary that this is being put in place on the behalf of the Community as it is believed to be 

	by the Council. We are very interested in attending the workshop this fall to see other Communities have 

	implemented their policy. David asks to be put on the list of Communities who will adopt this policy. 

	Frank says we are number 11 to sign up.

	David thanks Frank for coming.

	

	Minutes: David asks the Council to review the minutes from May’s Meeting. 

	

	Business arising from Minutes:  Nancy asks about the Windmill. 

	David replies that it will be brought up later in the meeting. 

	Nancy asks has there been anything done on the people with 3 or 4 dogs.

	David asks Patsy if the Bylaw Officer has checked into it.

	Patsy said they have went to the properties and no one was home.

	David says that we will be speak to Al White to see how to proceed with this.

	Nancy asks for the breakdown of water and sewer contract services.

	Patsy replies consists of snow clearing, repairs, maintenance along with wages and pumping charges.

	Nancy inquires if we know what Ronnie is doing with his property.

	David answers that he doesn’t.

	Gail moves that the minutes be accepted as presented and Randy seconds the motion. Motion carried

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. 

	Nancy asks if the Boardwalk Donation is from Jamesy.

	Patsy says yes.

	Nancy asks if we pay Workers Comp.

	Patsy says yes and it is under office wages.

	Gail moves the financial statements as presented and Fred seconds the motion.

	Patsy informs Council that for the CAP Site to be brought up to spec, it would probably cost approximately

	$700. The wireless has a code which Courtney has.

	Gail says it’s the same as the desktop computers.

	David says to inquire on using the Provincial IT Dept as it could be a valuable resource for the CAP site.

	Patsy says she will check in to it.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	Unsightly Property: Dennis Gallant put in a complaint about Robbie & Mary-Lynn’s property on Allen St.

	Some cleanup has been done but there is still lots of work to be done.

	Nancy says she is not sure.

	David asks Nancy to find out so we can put it in our budget for next year.

	Nancy says Canada Day is coming along well. We will be meeting in the park on Tuesday night to decorate.

	David says we are going to see Boomer to promote Canada Day, Monday night.

	Nancy says she has nothing else to report and moves for the adoption of her report. It is seconded by 

	Randy. Motion carried.

	David says the fireworks have been ordered and received for Canada Day. They will also get sawhorses for

	Freddy moves the adoption of their report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Freddy says there is only 1 permit #1341 which is a reapply from Larry and Ann Kirk. 

	They have changed there plans so they will fall within the zoning bylaws, therefore I motion that the 

	permit #1341 be approved and seconded by Fred. Motion carried.

	Freddy says we must make the one-paged info for building permits and we should review having a 

	change to include garden suites.

	Nancy asks Freddy if we found out what Ronnie Blacquiere is doing with his property.

	Freddy says he is not sure.

	Gail asks what is the zoning of the property.

	David answers that it is commercial.

	Patsy questions David on the reasoning for the a permit for a business. 

	David says it is for information purposes only, it is just so the Community knows what’s going on.

	David says we should review bylaw on what constitutes a need for a permit approval.

	

	New Business:

	David reads the letter from and to Mr. Roger Burns. See attached.

	David reads the letter from the Hunter-Clyde Watershed Group. 

	David reads the Rustico Rendevous letter.

	David says to write a letter saying we support their endeavours but we cannot financially support them this
