	Giles calls the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: Giles asks the Council to review the agenda and ask if there is anything to be added or deleted.

	Patsy asks that the agenda be amended, and delete Telsyn as he is unable to attend. 

	Gail moves that we accept the agenda as proposed with the omission of Telsyn from the agenda. 

	Robbie seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Jamie Masson – Go PEI: Jamie asks the Council for permission to install a basketball net in the park.

	There would be a 10-week program run in the park with at least 10 teams involved which would be

	supervised by Jamie. This would not cost the Community anything as Jamie would apply for a grant for the

	funds and complete all paperwork.

	

	Giles thanks Jamie and says we will discuss this evening and get back to him with a decision. 

	

	EMO: Gary describes the beginning of the EMO plan for North Rustico and now the EMO Committee

	meets once or twice a year. Gary then explains how the EMO plan works -  see attached notes.

	Gary suggests that we get the Community Maintenance person to start the generator once a month to make

	sure is operational.

	CAP Site: Patsy reports that the CAP site is starting to pick up and Telsyn is very helpful with the  

	everyone who comes in. 

	Gail motions that Freddy take over the CAP Site and David to take over Animal Control. Robbie seconds 

	the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Unsightly Property: No report. 

	

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: Patsy reads the animal report. See report attached.

	Gail moves the adoption of the report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Parks: Gail reports that Robert and Ginny are both doing a good job. 

	Giles wants the partial planks replaced with full planks on the Boardwalk.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Freddy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  David reports that the lights were checked last night, one out on Gulfview Cres and it was called

	in today.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: David has called Kevin Campbell to have lines done. Spoke to Francis Kelly and he said he would  

	be putting the risers on Spring St. Spoke to Fraser and the paving will be done on Churchill Ave from 

	curb to curb. 

	Steven Yeo called with survey info, the right-of-way is available on the Liquor Store side of the road, the

	price is $400 per meter, this includes storm sewers, landscaping and installation. We tried to get a hold of 

	Allan Aitken on the other report but he has not returned our calls or emails. There is also the issue of the 

	wooden platform in front of the Community Market which I will address with Steven.

	Giles suggests we set up a meeting with Stephen to discuss in more detail.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department: Freddy reports that we received 2 applications for Fire Chief and that was Mike 

	Mouradian and Scott Wakelin which was 1 day late.

	Giles asks if Mike is more qualified than Scott.

	Freddy replies that Mike will be more able to fill out reports and paperwork.

	Freddy motions that we select Mike Mouradian as the new Chief and David seconds the motion. Motion

	carried.

	Giles will attend the Fire Department meeting on Tuesday night and announce the new chief and we will 

	keep this quiet in the mean time and we will now look for a Deputy Chief.

	The Council enters Resolution #1 for signing authority for the Fire Dept account. Giles asks the Council

	if they are in complete agreement and they all agree. (see attached resolution)

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and seconded by Gail. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Robbie suggests that we send a letter to Sunny and Martin stating the addition comes down 

	immediately unless within 1 week you install an operating garage door with driveway accessibility

	for an automobile and put garage doors facing Legion St.  

	Robbie motions that building permit #1359 be approved for the addition, if she puts an operating garage

	door facing Legion St. and Freddy seconds the motion and motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that Building permit #1361 for Highfield Construction be approved if the ownership 

	change takes place and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that Building permit #1362 for Kelvin McQuaid’s permit be approved, and Freddy

	seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that Building Permit #1364 for William Blacquiere for a deck &  storage shed be 

	approved. David seconds the motion and motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that Building Permit #1363 for Gwen Gamauf for a windbreak around garden. David 

	seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie says he wants to review the building permit before putting in my recommendation.

	Robbie moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	New Business:

	Montgomery asked if they could use the large banner space where we put the Canada Day sign.

	Council replies no.

	

	Freddy motions that we allow Jamie Masson to put up a basketball net in the park and Robbie seconds the

	motion. Motion carried.
