	CAP Site: Sunny is not attending this meeting.

	Patsy explains that she will put up posters for to sell 3 computers. The CAP has decided to be moved to the

	Community Office and only 4 computers will be operated.

	cleaning up Vincent Pineau’ s property. Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Gail motions the adoption of her report. Freddy seconds and motion carried.

	

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: There is no Councilor and no report from Animal Control Officer.

	Freddy suggests that we contact the Humane Society and have them come to our next monthly meeting and

	have our dogcatcher attend this meeting as well.

	

	Parks: Patsy reports that at one time over the March Break – 12 kids were counted out playing on the new

	piece of the equipment.

	Patsy says she will apply for the TD Green Streets grant.

	

	Lights:  David reports that lights were checked on March 2nd all were lit then a few days later there was one

	out on Marshall St and it was called in March 9th.  Checked the lights on March 28th and two were out on 

	Winter St and they were called in today.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Robbie seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: Francis Kelly was out in the village looking at the areas that need to be repaired this spring.

	We had a meeting with Wayne Easter regarding funding for sidewalks and we sent a letter to the province

	and cc it to Carolyn.

	After hearing the Arcade was sold we sent an email to Kevin Campbell regarding that parking spot we are

	having the trouble with and he informed us that it is a municipal issue and if we want him to get involved 

	it will require a letter from the Council.

	David received a call from Armand LeClair about his driveway and how it’s dropped where it meets the 

	road.

	He has spoken to Allan Dow about the piece of land required by us to widen Riverside Dr. Allan says that 

	his father’s estate is not settled yet but when it is he will sit down with us to discuss.

	We had several meetings with the province, ACOA, Central Development Corp and TPW to discuss 

	getting sidewalks. Transportation will get back to us after a study is completed so we can find out what can

	and can’t be done.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Fire Department:  Freddy reports that everything seems to be running very good at the Fire Department.

	Jamie and Mike are always looking ways to save money.

	

	Giles said there was a complaint that Scott was having a training session and not having the proper gear on.

	Freddy says he will check into and forward the information.

	

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report, and Gail seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Robbie reports that Robin’s Donuts has applied for a demolition permit and Danny 

	MacFarlane has applied for a subdivision on his property so Robin’s make their lot larger.

	

	Robbie motions that the subdivision of Danny MacFarlane’s land be approved as long as the deck and over 

	hang is removed. Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that a demolition permit for the village diner by Toombs be approved. Seconded by Gail.

	Motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that permit #1355 for Francis Gallant for building a verandah at 34 Timber Lane. Gail

	seconded the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie motions that we approve the subdivision of property #237156-000 from the parish to Montgomery 

	Theatre and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Robbie moved the adoption of his report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	

	

	

	New Business:

	The Lion’s Club asked if they could have their signage added to ours at the entrance of the Community.

	Freddy says we should think about what we would like on our sign. Maybe rink and church etc.

	They would like Giles to walk a dog at the Guide Dog on May 30. Giles will talk to Randy about this.

	

	An ice cream wagon has asked if they can put in their wagon at the Canada Day Festival.

	No it’s for non profit organizations.

	

	Honorariums: Freddy motions that Councilor will be paid $10.00 per hour plus mileage for meetings 

	outside the Community. Robbie seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Freddy motions once you become a Councilor if you quit for no reason – not health or family issues – 

	before six months, there will be no payment made. David seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Freddy motions that we pay Shane $200 and Laurie $300. Gail seconds and motion carried.

	

	Councilors should be allowed to miss only one meeting. If you miss a second meeting without a good 

	reason a deduction will be made according to your payment amount. Example the Chair receives $3600, 

	that’s $300 per meeting, etc. We should discuss what a valid excuse is.

	

	Freddy motions that for any motion to be approved that we require more than 50% of Council. David 

	seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Freddy motions that we advance Robert $1300 so he can acquire his license and $50 will be deducted

	weekly from his paycheque and he signs for it. David seconds the motion and motion carried.

	

	Bring prices in for a utility trailer to the next meeting.

	

	Freddy suggests that we contact a couple of website companies and bring quotes to the next meeting.

	

	Freddy informs the Council that there are 6 children from our area, which received special permission to 

	go to Central Queens in Hunter River because they have afterschool programs. Gulfshore wants to meet

	to discuss having programs at our school.

	

	Draft a letter to Co-Op Atlantic to request a meeting and cc the Credit Union. As Council we should be 

	trying to keep them in the Community.

	

	Freddy motions that Giles will set a date and schedule an evening of recognition for Terry Walsh. Gail 

	seconds the motion.
