	David Blacquiere called the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asks the Council to review the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. 

	Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Randy seconds the motion. Motion Carried.

	

	David gives Roger Burns the floor. 

	Roger then explains he is here to speak specifically about the grass cutting on the turnaround circle on  

	Lantern Hill and I realize that this property is really the domain of the Department of Highways and I’m 

	sure you know that for the last several years Herbie Blacquiere has been cutting it and has been getting a  

	few dollars from the Village. In addition to cutting that grass, he’s been cutting an easement between the 

	big farmhouse and a vacant lot. I’m told that there are covenants so that’s accessible to the shore. I have 

	found nothing in my documents to indicate that. I clearly see on the map on the wall that this is a separate

	easement and Herbie has been cutting it. I’ve been here for seven years and I hired Herbie to cut the grass

	and I would get him to cut it in his way home and Giles was paying him. It needs to be cut. The Department

	of Highways comes up about twice a year, but at this time of the year it has to be cut once a week.  

	Yesterday I paid Herbie out of my pocket to cut the grass. It’s not a lot of money, it needs to be done and I 

	don’t feel that I should have to pay for it. I talked to Randy a week or two ago and there is a maintenance 

	man who cuts the Boardwalk and maybe he could come up. Randy suggested that I come to the meeting this

	evening and I came and seen Patsy and asked her to put me on the Agenda. Yesterday I had a meeting with

	Fraser Inman and Gordie Lund and the snowplow chewed up the circle and they are committed to fixing 

	this. Personally I would like to see you reimburse the man who has been cutting it. An alternative to this is 

	to have your maintenance man come up and cut it and I understand from Randy that he came up yesterday

	and it had already been cut. Gordie Lund told me that within a couple of weeks they will be up to repair all

	the broken pavement. I am a firm believer that if you ask people in a nice way and you have a reasonable 

	case that you can get things done.

	Danny asks how big is the easement?

	Roger answers that it is as wide as a tractor lawnmower. He then goes on to say that Herbie is upset he 

	didn’t get paid last year and he was never told anything. I am asking you to do it, one way or the other.

	David thanks Roger and asks him that when things come up in your area, we would really appreciate if you

	ever have an issue can you please present it through a document or letter to the Administrator we will 

	always answer. The reason we were tardy in responding to this is that we were not formally asked. We will 

	discuss this and contact Mr Burns with the outcome of the meeting. We will be talking about it a little later

	as one Councilor is arriving late.

	Roger Burns thanks the Council for hearing him.

	

	Minutes: David asks the Council to review the minutes from April’s Meeting.

	

	Business arising from Minutes: David asks Council to review minutes from previous meeting. 

	Randy said she asked Myrtle to provide what she had in writing that said we were committed to paying 

	$2000.00 but she didn’t have any documentation.

	Nancy said the windmill is still not working.

	David replies that this has been nothing but a headache from day one and I would like Patsy to give an 

	update on the situation.

	Patsy explains that one issue is that we have lost revenue and we are making payments on it. Entegrity is 

	going to reimburse us from April 9th. Eric Ellsworth has been also speaking to Entegrity on our behalf to 

	get clarity on the situation.

	David then suggests that Eric, Patsy and himself should have a meeting with Carolyn Bertram on this 

	matter.

	Nancy asks if David has checked into the three or four dogs.

	David replies that this will be discussed under Bylaw Enforcement later in the Agenda.

	Nancy asks to have no vendors entered into the ByLaws

	Gail asks than what about the Park on Canada Day.

	Nancy replies that those are not for profit.

	Danny says that the reason the “HotDog” vendor was turned down was because that is in direct competition

	with the restaurants in the Community as they sell hotdogs.

	David said the reason the “Fish Vendor” is allowed is because he wasn’t cutting into anybody else’s

	business. When Aiden’s open up he no longer comes here. 

	Nancy says this is not true because I was talking to Tracy and she said that he was coming in and selling  

	fish.

	David said that Tracy will have to contact the Council if she has concerns. It’s not fair to let someone come

	in and compete with businesses who pay taxes.

	Nancy asks if Tisha’s yard has been cleaned up.

	Randy answers yes it has.

	Gail motions to accept the minutes as presented. Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. 

	Nancy asks why the phone and internet bill is so expensive.

	Patsy replies that we have two cell phones, phone, fax, internet, website and CAP Site. 

	David asks if there is anything special in the park expenses or is it all repairs and maintenance.

	Patsy replies it is all repairs on the Boardwalk and park and bringing the park up to code.

	Nancy moves the financial statements as presented and Fred seconds the motion.

	The motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	Nancy asks to get a breakdown of the contract services.

	David suggests we ask Les on this.

	

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Courtney will be starting at the CAP Site on the 2nd of July. 

	Patsy, the Administrator, asks to be heard and explains that Chris, the present CAP Site Attendant has found 

	a new job. Patsy has spoken to Courtney and she will start right away. Chris’ last day will be June 2.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer & Water: No report.

	

	Unsightly Property: No report.

	

	Animal Control: May 2nd cat was caught at the Fisherman’s Wharf and on two occasions afterwards the 

	traps were being opened and the cats released.

	Fred moves the adoption of his report. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Lights: The light at the Line Road is fixed and hopefully the old light is under warranty.

	Danny moved the adoption of his report and Randy second it. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: Nothing to report on streets.

	

	Parks: Nancy states that Robert has started and things are looking good. If we do the land transfer with the 

	Dows we will have to move some equipment. 

	David said it is premature to think about moving anything until we find out if and when the Province would  

	widen the road.

	Patsy says she spoke to Darren Chaisson and he said the Province has spent their budget for the year but he

	will get it surveyed and let us know what needs to be done. Patsy asked him to pick up the survey charges.

	David says we will probably have to have a Public Meeting before we can do anything.

	Gail asks that we look in previous minutes to find out if the park is classified as greenspace or park.

	Gail also asks if the land can be expropriated or not.

	Nancy moves the adoption of her report and Gail seconds it. Motion carried

	

	Special Events:  Nancy explains that there was to be a meeting for the Sea Shore Festival and she will

	attend.

	Nancy asks if there is any money for flower for the flower boxes. 

	David asks how much?

	Nancy says probably $200 and Sonny will volunteer.

	Patsy says she will be getting signs for erosion at the edge of the bank on the Boardwalk 

	Nancy asks David to report on Canada Day.

	David says he will brief the Council. The National Theme is “with glowing hearts”, extremely difficult.

	"With Glowing Hearts our Communities Support the Canada Games and Salute the Athletes Competing "

	is what we have decided to go with. We contacted the Canada Games Committee and Hon. Carolyn 

	Bertram. We have been contacted back from Canada Games and the mascots will lead the parade and put a 

	float in the parade. David reads what he has written in the Northern Star.

	David asks on Selwyn’s health condition and tells Council he’ll have to get someone to pull up the slack.

	Nancy volunteers to look after the parade.

	Danny and Randy both volunteer. 

	

	David mentions the Yard Sale was an idea put forth by the Red Hatters and the Community was only to 

	provide advertisement. There was a lot of positive feedback on this event.

	

	Nancy mentions the Run for Wishes, the Children’s Wish Foundation it’s the second week of August. 

	Nancy said they had asked for a meeting on the 8th or 9th of June and she said she would meet with them to 

	discuss this.

	Nancy moves the adoption of her report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department: Freddy announces that the Fire Department have received from the Island Community

	Fund of $74,200.00 and now they will discuss on how to spend the funds and bring to Council what they

	would like to spend it on.

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and Nancy seconds it. 

	David inquires if the Fire Department mentioned a carbon monoxide tester.

	Freddy said they are discussing this.

	Motion carried.

	

	Development: Freddy announces that he does have Giles and Karl on his committee. 

	The first permit #1342 is for Greg Silvaggio to build a shed is moved by Freddy and seconded by Nancy. 

	Motion carried

	Permit #1340 for Houston Harbourview for an addition is moved by Freddy and seconded by Gail. Motion

	carried.

	Permit #1334 for Joyce Hennebery was already approved but they came in on May 5th to pay for it, so they

	will be issued a permit.

	Permit #1344 for Ronnie Blacquiere to build an outside deck and move a storage building on to the 

	property. It states on the permit, a purposed Farmer’s Market. 

	David asks does the deck and storage shed falls within the guidelines of our building bylaws. David asks

	that the permit be explained by Ronnie so that we are only giving him a permit for a storage shed – not to 

	operate a Farmers Market.

	Freddy motions if we can approve this permit now if  he is satisfied with the answers that is given by 

	Ronnie and Nancy seconds the motion. Motion carried.                    

	Permit #1343 for Karl Dunfield to add an addition to a storage barn. Freddy wants to confirm that the total

	size will be 12 x 12 and not a 12 x 12 addition. Freddy motions that we approve the permit, provided it is 

	within the guidelines of the shed requirements. Gail second the motion, Motion carried.

	Permit #1341 for Larry and Ann Kirk for a renovation. They want to add 2 separate living quarters, one for 

	each of their mothers. You can’t have a triplex in an R1 zone. Freddy says he will call them to review this, 

	and to come to a resolution.

	Nancy asks if Kenny’s property is zoned R1 or R2.

	David said he recalls a public meeting where it was changed to an R2 zone.

	Freddy said he would like to be able to provide a simple one to two page information sheet to give people

	when they come in and ask for a permit. For example if someone is building a deck , they should only get 

	information on decks, so it’s easier to understand and people then can stay within the guidelines.

	Shane built a deck and didn’t get a permit and Riley tore down and old shed and replaced it with a new 

	shed and didn’t get a permit.

	David says we will deal with this later.

	Freddy makes a motion to adopt his report and Gail seconds it. Motion carried

	

	

	New Business:

	No smoking – Boardwalk & Centennial Park/Tobacco Free Policy – This group on the Island would 

	like to make it obvious that the Community wants a specific area to have a smoke free designation. We 

	will invite Frank Morrison to talk to Council next month and make a decision on this. It will probably be 

	putting up a few signs and advertising in the Northern Star.

	

	Development of Pineau Property: David has said there has been a lot of interest in this property and the 

	Council should decide whether the Council wants to develop it ourselves or hand it over to a developer.

	We taken the first step and that was the purchase of the property, now we must decide on where to go from

	here.

	Nancy says that there is funding available now and if we wait the money may not be there at a later date.

	David asks if anyone knows of anyone who would like to take over a project such as this. Maybe form a 

	committee.

	Freddy said we should pursue this funding now, even if we change the concept somewhat we will still have

	secured the funds.

	Danny says that we should get somebody first to look after this before getting funds.

	Freddy says maybe we could hire somebody who would have a few people that he would work with and 

	we could pay them when the lots start to sell.

	David says he will talk to Eric Ellsworth on this.

	Nancy suggests having a special meeting to discuss this as there will be a lot of information.

	Freddy says he will also ask a few people in Rustico to head up such a group.

	Nancy questions if we lost the front four lots?

	David says no, just the one in front of Matilda’s , which belongs to Eric Pineau.

	

	Appointment of National Port Security Services: David reads the attached appointment letter and Nancy

	moves the motion to approve the appointment of National Port Security Services as Bylaw Enforcement

	Officers in and for the Community of North Rustico for 2 months and Randy seconds the motion. Motion

	carried. 

	Nancy questions David that they will only take direction from the Administrator.

	David says yes.

	Patsy, the Administrator then asks the Council if they want her to report about Riley’s barn and Shane’s 

	deck.

	David replies yes and brief them on all things, he goes on to say that Nancy had brought up the question a 

	little earlier on the three dogs and the four dogs and that sort of thing, should be forwarded and let them do

	their thing. David says if anyone becomes aware of a Bylaw Violation please let Patsy know so she can

	forward this on.

	Patsy says that under NPSS’s suggestion is to have a book to jot down comments and  calls and 

	they can come in and look at the book themselves and go into the Community and do their thing.

	David says he would like a weekly report for the first two months so we can evaluate their performance.

	

	Meeting Times For Summer: Freddy asks if we can start meetings a liitle later. 

	David suggests that the meeting can start at 7:30 until 9:00 for the summer months.

	David changes the June meeting from June 30th to June 23rd at 7:30pm.

	

	Reviewing Bylaws

	Nancy says she would like to review the Bylaws.

	David says we should review all the Bylaws and come back with some recommendations of what we want 

	to change.

	Freddy says I think we should use the new Bylaw Enforcement Officers to go through them, but we as a 

	Council should go through the Bylaws first and get them to where we want them – then give them the info. 

	Danny questions will these Bylaw Officers take over all the Councilors’ jobs.

	David explains that the new Bylaw Enforcement Officers are not taking over all the Council’s jobs, they are 

	going out when there is a problem to enforce our Bylaws.

	Randy asks, I’ll still go out and talk to people about unsightly?

	David says yes and when you have a problem, we will send the Bylaw Officers out.

	Patsy offers that she spoke to Georgetown and what she was told that because these people were from 

	outside the area, people took them seriously. Problems that were not resolved for years then got resolved.

	Nancy says that we were going to talk about Roger Burns now that Freddy is here.

	David says maybe we should cut the Island but not the walkway, what does everyone else think.

	Nancy says I don’t think we should cut the walkway.

	Randy says he told Robert to go down and cut the Island and when Robert got there it was already cut.

	Gail tells Randy that he does not have the authority to get Robert to go there.

	Patsy then asks for clarification on who will be asking Robert to do specific jobs, I think it should all  

	come through the office and I forward work to be done to Robert myself so I’m aware of his schedule.

	The Council agrees.

	Freddy says the government cuts the Island twice a year and if they want to cut it more then it’s up to them

	to have it cut themselves.

	David agrees that our answer to Mr Burns should be what Freddy has suggested and asks the rest of the 

	Council what they think.

	No one comments except Danny who says he doesn’t care either way.

	David informs Patsy that he will compose a letter tomorrow and send it out to Mr. Burns.

	

	Gail moves that the meeting be adjourned.
