	Hunter-Clyde Water Shed: Andrew Lush introduces what the Water Shed group is about. Last year the 

	sea cadets did tree planting. We had summer employees for 8 weeks and we worked in several areas. From

	working at Campbell’s Pond and Hunter River Pond to constructing bat houses and working on beaver 

	dams.

	We would like to offer our services on the Boardwalk to plant some stabilizing shrubs, cleaning up, and 

	putting out bat houses and swallow houses.  We will consult with local nurseries to find out what type of                                                                                                                                                                  

	shrubs will work for this particular application.

	

	The Council thanks Andrew and Phil for coming to the meeting.

	

	Montgomery Theatre: Duncan from the Montgomery Theatre introduces himself and tells the Council

	about the progress with the renovations and a brief overview of the lineup for the Theatre. The Theatre 

	has charitable status. We will have two plays this summer, Johnny Belinda and Pygmalian. Duncan then

	asks Council’s permission to put up 18 banners on hydro posts around the Community, in the downtown 

	area.

	

	Giles says it will be discussed tonight and we will contact him tomorrow.

	

	Minutes: Giles asks the minutes to be reviewed. 

	Freddy motions that the minutes be accepted as presented and David seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Business arising from the Minutes: Gail motions to change the motion she made at the last meeting 

	concerning Robert. The Council will approve $200 per month for the use of Robert’s truck. Freddy seconds

	CAP Site: Patsy reports that Telsyn has started with the Community for the summer. His duties will 

	include CAP Site, helping with Canada Day and the Seashore Festival and aiding with general 

	administrative duties in the office. 

	Giles asks if the power is still on at the CAP site.

	Patsy replies yes it is at a very minimal charge as there is no heat.

	

	Unsightly Property: Danny said there was a complaint put in and he went and looked and the property 

	was ok. Danny asks the Council if there is a complaint made does a letter have to be put in before we 

	do anything with the complaint. 

	Giles responds that it is alright for someone to call in and ask for whoever is responsible for unsightly 

	property to go and look at a property, but if they want some definite action, then they must submit 

	something in writing.

	Danny motions the adoption of his report and David seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer and Water: No report.

	

	Animal Control: Patsy reads the animal report. See report attached.

	Gail requests that something is done with the noise issue of dogs on her street.

	Giles responds that he will contact Ken Godfrey tomorrow on the options of the Community.

	Gail moves the adoption of the report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Parks: Gail asks when the planters by the signs will be filled? 

	Patsy replies that as soon as the weather is better the planting will be done and then asks do you want any 

	flowers added to the Boardwalk.

	Gail answers that it looks good how it is.

	Freddy says we should plan for a Volunteer Day to make repairs on the Boardwalk.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and David seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Lights:  David reports that the lights were checked on May 10 and 30th and all were on.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Freddy seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Streets: David reports that Francis Kelly came out on May 25 with the asphalt & roller and we will go out 

	to the sites that we spoke about that needs repair in the village.

	David says that we spoke to Allan Aitken about the report from the surveyors and he said we would have 

	the report by the next monthly meeting.

	We haven’t heard anything from Allan Dow yet. 

	Giles states that he was speaking to Allan and it could be another few months yet before things get settled.

	David says we have to wait to hear from Allan before we decide on what we will be doing on Riverside

	Dr.

	David moves the adoption of his report and Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department: Freddy reports that the Fire Department will have their meeting tomorrow night and 

	the department will find out that they will be looking for new chief and deputy. I was unable to attend the 

	meeting with Parks Canada, but Patsy was there and she can report.

	Patsy reports that it was a really good meeting. Mike, the deputy chief gave the Parks people a brief

	description of what duties are essential for fire protection in the Parks Canada. He then gave them a tour 

	of the Fire Dept and equipment the North Rustico Fire Dept has. We told them that there will be a 25%

	increase for the next two years. 

	

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and seconded by David. Motion carried.

	

	Development: Robbie reports, he went to Greg Pineau’s house and everything looked good there.

	Rob motions that permit #1360 for Greg Pineau for a small storage building be approved. Freddy seconds

	the motion. Motion carried.

	Rob says that permit #1359 for Sunny and Martin Gallant will not be approved. This has already been 

	erected without a permit and they should take it down.

	Giles suggests a letter should be sent out to Sunny and Martin to take the addition down. 

	Robbie moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Danny asks if he requires a permit for a deck he wants to build on his house on the By the Bay side.

	Robbie answers yes.

	

	

	New Business:

	Seashore Festival: Patsy asks if the Council would approve the spending of $4000 for this festival.

	Robbie says the prizes were too high.

	Freddy agrees with Robbie.

	Freddy motions that we give $2500 for the Seashore Festival and Danny seconds the motion.  Motion 

	carried.

	

	Sustainable Workshop: Patsy requests of the Council that she should go to this workshop in Kinkora.

	The cost is $40. The Council says she should attend.

	

	Letter of support for the North Rustico Lion’s Club for a gym: Patsy reads a letter of support.

	Freddy motions that we send out the letter of support for the Lion’s Clubs’ gym and Gail seconds the 

	motion. Motion carried.

	

	Letter of support to the Gulf Shore Community Health: Patsy reads the letter of support.

	Freddy motions that we issue a letter of support for the Gulf Shore Community Health Corp obtaining

	their own location. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Freddy says we should approach the Health Corp about the old CAP Site as a location for them.

	Patsy says she will relay what the Council has suggested.

	

	Thank-you cards from Gulf Shore School & Janet Doiron:

	Patsy reads the thank you card from Gulf Shore for the Olympic banner and from Janet Doiron for the 

	computer.

	

	Look at Website: Patsy asks if the Council have all looked at the new website design.

	Patsy asks the Council what they should give Dawn for taking the pictures.

	Freddy says we will discuss what we should give her at the next meeting.

	

	David Gallant volunteers as the liason between the Council and the Hunter-Clyde Watershed.

	Freddy motions that we accept David’s offer to become the liason between the watershed group and 

	the Community Council. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Freddy motions that we allow the Montgomery Theatre to put up 18 banners in the Community and David

	seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Open Floor: Giles opens the floor.

	Sunny asks the Council to reconsider her permit and asks for a minor variance for her addition.

	Giles asks the size of the 2 existing buildings, are they both over the 300 hundred feet combined.

	Sunny asks about her garage.
