	David calls the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asks the Council to review the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Danny seconds the motion. Motion Carried.

	

	Sewer & Water: Les tells the Council that he is here to give Council an update on the project. The total is

	approximately 1.2 million and it will cost the Community 1/6 of the total cost. The project 

	was approved in June. When dealing with the Federal Government in dealing with ground water then it 

	must go through the Environmental process. We received in writing the other day that we can go ahead, 

	although we don’t have the final document. Patsy has been trying to chase it down. We have spoken to our

	engineer to proceed.We must have our gas tax money spent by the end of March 2010 or we lose it. We will 

	use it on some of the first items we purchase such as a lift station pump or a chlorination system. The first

	thing we can do is get the foundation in before the frost comes and then we can finish the building over the 

	winter.

	Randy asks where is this building to be located?

	Les answers it will be on the Line Road, right beside Rene’s farm, in that bush, right beside Well #3.

	

	Development Committee: Les says he would like to speak on the progress of the Subdivision. David, 

	Vernon, Patsy and myself met with Minister Bertram and Albert MacDonald and in doing so we spoke to 

	them in relation to the project. We talked about what the goals are, bringing 65 new families to the 

	Community. The benefit to the business, help the tax base and help support the water and sewer. The  

	government said they loved the idea. They like the central location. The new survey plan will be presented

	to the Community after the election and this is the plan that the Committee supports in principle. We will 

	not have all the answers as we don’t know what we will be receiving for funding so therefore we don’t 

	know how much the lots will cost, until we know what the grant money is, but our goal is somewhere 

	between $25,000 and $30,000. That doesn’t mean that’s what the price will be for each lot, that is an 

	average price. Some of the prime lots will be a little more and others a bit less. The engineers are updating

	the costs for the project if developed as proposed. Also a concern of ours is that there are some decent trees

	on the property along with a lot of old brush. We have approached the government to help us with an idea

	to plant 3 new quality trees on each lot,  which will replace some of the old trees that will be taken down.

	This will beautify the survey and encourage further landscaping. We have received good feedback on 

	this and it looks like if monies become available we will probably get some. 

	Les asks if there are any questions?

	Gail asks if this plan is set in stone?

	Les said there can be changes made if the Community wants.

	Patsy offers that we are giving the Community a chance to see the plan and ask questions, that is why a 

	notice has been posted, saying the plan is on display at the Office.

	Les says we have hired professionals to develop the plan so we will be ready when funding becomes 

	available, because if we are not ready when the funding becomes available, we will be sitting with the land

	not doing anything for us.

	Gail motions that a parcel from Property #914275, adequate to encompass the existing driveway for   

	#699801 be deeded as a parcel to become part of #699801 which then will become the permanent access

	to the 66 foot road allowance currently used to access the said property. The deeding of this parcel is to be 

	executed when the proposed development proceeds and the 66 foot allowance becomes a deeded road to the 

	province and Danny seconds the motion. 

	Randy asks where is this.

	Les said this is a narrow piece of land next to Rickey’s Blacquiere to keep his driveway in it’s current 

	position, when the road is deeded to the province.

	Motion carried.

	

	Sunny asks Les if there are plans to chlorinate for the entire Village.

	Les replies that it is not our intent to chlorinate but to have the ability to chlorinate. 

	

	Sunny asks if it’s the PEI government has offered to grant trees and how big are these trees?

	Les answers that they won’t be big trees, but we also had discussed if we weren’t satisfied with the size of 

	them, we would go to one of the nurseries and get larger trees at a reduced cost because we are purchasing 

	so many.

	

	Randy asks if the new lift station will be able to provide water to 65 new homes.

	Les answers absolutely.

	Les then excuses himself from the meeting.

	

	Minutes: David asks the Council to review the minutes from September’s Meeting. 

	Gail moves that the minutes be accepted as presented and Randy seconds the motion. Motion carried

	

	Business arriving from the Minutes: Nancy asks if we found out if we are allowed to move the computer

	from the CAP Site to the office.

	Patsy responds it has already been done.

	David suggests that the new Council approach IRAC on extending Les as the Chairman of the Water and 

	Sewer Utility as he has been such a great asset to the Community.

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. 

	Randy moves the financial statements as presented and Danny seconds the motion.

	The motion carried.

	

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	CAP Site: Gail reports that the CAP site is closed down for the winter and one computer has been moved

	over to the Community Office.

	Gail moves the adoption of her report and Ferdie seconds. Motion carried.

	

	Unsightly Property: Randy says he has no report.

	Parks & Special Events: Nancy said she spoke to the Credit Union in regards to the Tree Lighting and 

	asked if it could be earlier this year as we had so much bad weather last year. 

	David asks Patsy to follow up on this.

	Sunny asks maybe we can have a band to be with the Olympic Torch and not include the Santa Claus 

	parade.

	Patsy asks who will represent the Community at the Legion Dinner on Remembrance Day. 

	Gail will attend.

	Nancy moves the adoption of her report and Ferdie seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Lights & Streets:  Danny said he received a request from Leo McCormick for a street light by his property.

	Danny said he went down a few nights and it is pretty dark. So I called to see how much it would cost to 

	have a light installed and it doesn’t cost anything, but I thought maybe we should put a brighter light on the

	corner and that may solve the problem rather than installing another light. Danny says he will drop in to the

	office and give Patsy the information.

	David asks Patsy to contact Leo and let him know that something will be done very soon on the light.

	Danny says he called in the light at the Lion’s Club as it was out.

	

	Danny reported he checked out the bump on the road by the Post Office and felt that it isn’t anything to be

	concerned on. Danny received the call on the one-way street signs for Legion St and I called Francis Kelly

	and I got another name to call tomorrow. Danny motions that we just go with the one way street, in from

	the road into the Legion and seconded by Randy. Motion carried.

	

	David suggests if we find out before the signs go in we should put it in the Northern Star.

	

	Danny move the adoption of his report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department:  Fred reports that he received a call that there are problems and some unhappy 

	members. They were suppose to have a meeting and he is awaiting feedback.

	Fred said if he gets back in he will try to help fix the problems.

	David said he would like to offer to help as well.

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Development: No report.

	

	New Business:

	

	Snow Removal: Danny motions that we accept Errol to provide snow removal for the Community, the  

	Water and Sewer Utility and Fire Dept, seconded by Freddy. Motion carried.

	

	

	Windmill Update: Entegrity which is the group that put up our windmill has gone bankrupt. David 

	explained that he and Patsy met with Entegrity and they have made promises and even after the bankruptcy,

	they are still making promises. We have met with Minister Brown and Minister Bertram to discuss the 

	windmill. I had already received a call from Minister Brown prior to the meeting telling me that the 

	government would take care of the windmill for us. They would fix and put it back up for us. The only 

	concern I have is the 5-year warranty we had with Entegrity. I want to see if the government will also do 

	the same thing for us.I also spoke to Minister Brown on Saturday evening regarding an interview with CBC

	on the Windmill and I asked Minister Brown if it’s ok to mention the government has stepped in and 

	Minister Brown said go ahead and don’t worry about making payments to the loan, we had from them, 

	until the Windmill is fixed. I have been working very close with Eric Ellsworth who was in it at the very 

	beginning and has the memory on it.

	

	Halloween: David said he has already asked Arliss to walk the Boardwalk for security on Halloween.

	Patsy says the Fire Dept will be in at the hall all evening.

	Freddy motions that we have a curfew on Halloween night at 8:00pm. Gail seconds the motion. Motion

	carried.

	Freddy asks that signs be put up with the curfew.

	

	Honorariums: David hands out honorariums.

	

	David thanks the Council for their work.

	

	Nancy asks if residents are allowed to speak at monthly meetings?

	

	David says yes, they are allowed to speak without being on the agenda if they are talking on topic.

	

	Freddy says he wants to clarify Randy’s permit, I have looked through the minutes and it’s not there

	and that’s the only way a permit can be approved – therefore Randy’s is not a legal permit.
