	David calls the meeting to order.

	

	Agenda: David asks the Council to review the Agenda and see if there is anything they would like to add

	to it. Nancy asks to add Patsy’s wages and the windmill.

	Gail moves the Agenda be adopted as presented and Fred seconds the motion. Motion Carried.

	

	Minutes: David asks the Council to review the minutes from August’s Meeting. 

	David reads the minutes aloud as we have a resident present.

	Danny asks, what is the insurance benefit package for Patsy?

	David explains that this is a package that has been set up by the Federation of Municipalities with Cooke

	Insurance to provide Administrators and permanent employees of the municipalities coverage.

	Nancy asks if we are paying all of it?

	David answers no Patsy is paying a portion.

	Nancy says she asked about having the computer parts sold but they are too old.

	Gail says the signs are now up for the monitors and keyboards and a notice in the Northern Star.

	Nancy asks if we received the part back that we sent back on the playground equipment.

	Patsy answers it is back and installed.

	Gail moves that the minutes be accepted as presented and Randy seconds the motion. Motion carried

	

	Financial Statements – Community: The Council reviews the financial statements. 

	Nancy asks if there is still enough funds for the Fire Dept to have their banquet.

	Patsy answers yes. 

	Gail moves the financial statements as presented and Randy seconds the motion.

	Financial Statements – Sewer & Water: For review only.

	REPORTS:

	CAP Site: Gail reports the users at the CAP Site for 2009. June – 27, July – 161, August – 141 and 

	September – 13. The biggest users are the tourists in the summer time.

	Gail moves that we close the CAP site for the winter months from Thanksgiving to May Long weekend 

	and move 1 computer to the boardroom of the Community Office which will act as a CAP Site and be open

	to the public the same hours as the Office is open, as long as it is OK with the Province. Nancy seconds the

	motion. Motion carried.

	

	

	Unsightly Property: Randy says he has no report.

	Gail asks if David Joe has cleaned up his yard yet.

	Nancy said she has asked to have the pictures that were taken to be sent to her and has not received them.

	Gail asks Nancy if your yard is dirty or unsightly why do you need a picture to see what your yard looks 

	like?

	Nancy replies I want to know what they are saying, What I think is unsightly and what they think is 

	unsightly are two totally different things. Randy told me what they thought was unsightly at Robbie & 

	MaryLynn’s and that’s not what I would consider unsightly.

	Danny asks why wasn’t there a letter issued.

	Gail said she doesn’t know, but they were spoken to by the ByLaw Enforcement Officers. If they were up

	there, and the problem was there, then it should have been cleaned up.

	David responds that it is like Gail says, if we can’t judge ourselves, if our place is unsightly or not, and if 

	someone brings it to our intention,  and we want to argue the point, then a letter should follow.

	Danny asks then why didn’t Randy ask for a letter to go out.

	David says we are trying to answer this, we are in a small village, is it essential that a letter go out?

	Randy says that a lot of stuff has been taken away.

	Gail says that we are suppose to be upholding the Bylaws, we should be the models and if we aren’t and 

	people see that, OK the Bylaw Enforcers were up there but there yard is not cleaned up then why should we 

	clean ours. They are sitting on Council and they are not doing whatever. The same as if it was mine.

	Randy says as far as Robbie’s yard, I went by there tonight and I went by two days ago and reported to 

	Patsy. Their yard doesn’t look any different than anyone elses. Things are picked up and either put by the 

	house or barn but the pen is still there.

	David asks Randy is the pen unsightly.

	Randy says he doesn’t think it is, but Dennis thinks it is.

	David explains that Dennis is not responsible for unsightly, he is. So you are telling Council that you have 

	reviewed the situation and in your estimation it meets approval and that’s all we need.

	Randy moves the adoption of his report and Danny seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Sewer & Water: David said that he was out walking the other day and Neilly approached me and he 

	said that the smell from the Sewer Plant was terrible for a couple of days. So I got a hold of Les 

	immediately and said, Les what’s going on I thought we had this corrected.  Les looked into it and he came

	back to me a couple of days later and he told me that the smell at that time, was coming off the water.

	But tonight I was walking, before I came here at 4:00, I noticed a gross smell and I think it’s coming from 

	the sewer plant because I can’t see it coming off the water because there so much wind, so I don’t know

	but I think we still have a problem there but it will be for the next Council to grapple with it. My 

	suggestion to the next Council would be to start looking at relocating, do something different, but there is

	nothing we can do and it’s really an issue for our Sewer and Water Commission and they are independent

	of us. Certainly we own them but they are independent of us and Les is pretty good, when you ask him to 

	do something, so I will bring it to his attention once more, that I thought that the smell is coming from the 

	sewer plant.

	The project that we have funding for the extension of sewer lines has all been approved up to the Ottawa 

	level. We will speak to our MLA to see if we can get the project going.

	

	Animal Control: Ferdie says he has no report.

	Patsy reports that she spoke to Stratford on how they collect their dog tags and she said they have people go

	door to door. They have tried sending out bills but it doesn’t work.

	David says we should forward this info to our next Council.

	Nancy asks if we should redo the Animal Bylaw?

	David said the Bylaw is not the problem,  it is to have it enforced.

	

	Parks & Special Events: Nancy reports the playground equipment has arrived but has not had a chance

	to really look at it. The exercise equipment is awesome and getting a lot of use.

	Nancy moves the adoption of her report. Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	David reads a letter of thanks to Robert – attached.

	

	Lights & Streets:  Danny said he reported a light on Simon Dr and one on Lantern Hill. I drove around the 

	last night and I didn’t see any others.

	Gail asks if Danny had seen the bump on the road over by the Post Office.

	Danny says he has not but will check into it.

	Danny move the adoption of his report and Nancy seconds it. Motion carried.

	

	Fire Department:  Fred has no report.

	David asks Freddy to ask the Fire Dept to have the controlled burn on Vincent’s house.

	Freddy said he will speak to them.

	

	Development: Freddy reports that Carl Pineau has applied for a 8x10 pergola,.Freddy motions that permit 

	#1353 for Carl Pineau to rebuild a pergola be approved. Seconded by Gail. Motion carried.

	Freddy motions to approve permit #1352 for Patsy Gallant to add an 8’ X 10’ extension to her barn. Gail 

	seconds the motion. Motion Carried

	Freddy motions the permit #1351 for Sherida Keen-LeClair for a 32’ x 20’ attached garage be approved.

	Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	Freddy asks Randy Perry to put measurements and dimensions on his permit extension. We can’t approve

	without this or you could go ahead an build whatever size you want.

	Randy says he already got the permit last year, and has the posts in the ground. He just wants an extension.

	Gail asks how did you get a permit if it never came to the meeting?

	Randy replies that me, David and Shane talked about it.

	Oh no, David explains that it must always go through Council.

	Gail says if David was here last year, they all went through meetings.

	Randy said I talked to Shane and he came up and measured it all, then me an Shane talked to David one day

	and David said if everything is up to par and everything is up to snuff, with lots of land, approve it.

	Gail says she has not missed a meeting and this has not went through.

	David says he is very sorry but the fact of the matter is permits have to be approved. It can’t be approved by

	Fred. Permits can’t be approved by Danny, individuals it’s got to be approved by Council. The permit 

	application process is that way. If Shane approved your permit or give you a permit that’s….

	Randy says well I’m telling you I got a permit and I paid for it, it went through, I started the project, if you

	want to do anything with it 

	David asks Freddy to look into it.

	Freddy answers somebody else already approved it I’m not taking this over

	David asks if you feel what he is doing is in violation then we will have to deal with it.

	Freddy says if it wasn’t passed at a Council meeting then it’s a violation.

	David says I realize that.

	Freddy says the easiest thing to do would to have the Administrator check the in the minutes to see if it was

	passed at a Council meeting.

	David says no that’s not what I’m asking. What I’m asking is this, if you feel that what he’s doing falls 

	within what would be correct, if it was approved, let us know. If you feel that what he’s doing is incorrect

	then we will have to deal with it.

	Freddy said I already told you that it wasn’t passed at a Council meeting

	David said that’s not what I’m asking.

	Freddy replies, I know what you are asking but I am voicing my opinion, that if it’s not passed at a Council

	meeting it’s not legal.

	David says that’s not what I’m saying.

	Freddy says I know what you are saying why should I go check on this if it’s not legal.

	David says will you go check on it?

	Freddy says why he’s already building it and he has got a permit that wasn’t passed at a Council meeting.

	David says ignore it. I am asking a simple thing, I know he went ahead without a permit, do you mind 

	checking to see that what he’s doing if we were trying to approve this permit, would it work.

	Freddy asks Randy to put measurements on the application.

	

	Freddy says he wants to clarify that the Administrator has the authority to draft any letters pertaining to 

	land use in the Community.

	The only other thing, was that I was approached by Eddie Peamuck on what he can do with his barns on 

	his property. His oversized barns have been grandfathered in but if he tears one down he will have to 

	reapply for a permit and won’t be able to get one as it will not fall within the Bylaws. If he repairs the 

	barn, than that is ok.

	Freddy moves the adoption of his report and Gail seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	New Business:

	Olympic Torch: Patsy explains that the Olympic Torch is coming through North Rustico sometimes in 

	Novemeber, and Brenda, the Administrator, from the Resort Municipality called and they would like to

	share costs on ordering a few flags and banners for the occasion. The cost to the Community will be about

	$300.

	Freddy motions to support ordering flags and banners with the Resort Municipality for the Olympic Torch

	event. Danny seconds the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Communities In Bloom: Nancy suggests we leave the Communities In Bloom for the next Council to 

	decide.

	

	Seashore Festival: Patsy informed Council that she wants to meet with Darcy Butler and Matthew Jelley

	to discuss the Seashore Festival. We need to get costs and to see whether we want to take this on annually.

	

	NPSS Bylaw Enforcement: David explains to the Council that he and Patsy had met with NPSS yesterday,

	as we felt they weren’t giving us the proper feedback and we weren’t getting the value for the 

	money we are spending. We told them we did not want to commit a future Council to anything so we 

	would like to have them come twice a month until the new Council is in and has a chance to review.

	Nancy motions that we cancel the services of NPSS Bylaw Enforcement and Randy seconds the motion.

	Sonny asks to be heard and relays that she has talked to a lot of people in the Community on this topic and 

	she feels if you remove the Bylaw Officers even for a temporary time, people are going to say no more 

	enforcement and the Community will have to start all over again and rein people back in.

	Danny says he feels that the Community is not getting their money’s worth.

	Nancy says she agrees with Danny.

	David calls for a vote.

	Freddy first asks to hear the opinion of the Administrator.

	Patsy says that there has been an improvement in what they are now seeing,  problems they are seeing on

	there drive around the Community, they are addressing right away.

	Nancy, Danny and Randy vote for and Freddy, Gail and Fred vote against. David explains that in the event 

	of a tie the Chairman makes the decision and in this case votes against the motion. Motion defeated.

	

	Municipal Election: David reminds the Council that the municipal election in November 2. He informs 

	them that he will not be reoffering because of other commitments, but asks everyone to please 

	attend. The meeting is at the Lion’s Club at 7:30pm.

	

	Patsy Wages: Nancy asks Patsy the Administrator if she has received a $2 per hour raise recently?

	Patsy replies no.

	

	Windmill: Nancy asks for an update on the windmill.

	David says that he has spoken to the owner Jim Heath a few months ago and he said that we are a priority

	whenever they are able to get their financing in place. David also tells Council that he had a call from Gary

	Hogg on Friday wanting to meet and I told him, that he would be glad to meet. 

	Nancy states, that the Community still has to make payments for the windmill and it’s not working.

	David responds that this is what he would like to speak to Minster Bertram and Minister Brown about the
