	Giles calls meeting to order, reads the agenda and turns the floor over to Alan Aitken from the Dept of  

	Highways.

	

	Alan explains that approximately one year ago he was contacted by a representative of the area to turn 

	either Legion St and/or Marshall into one-way streets. Council has contacted the Dept to widen Riverside

	Drive and we are in agreement with that and we feel it should be done in conjunction with either Legion or

	Marshall turning into a one-way street. He would also like the opportunity to review his files which has 

	further information as site distances which will be a determining factor. A formal request must be made by 

	Council to Department of Public Works in the form of a letter.

	

	George Noble asks if there has been any studies done on this issue? Like traffic patterns?

	

	Alan responds that this can be done.

	

	George asks if Legion Street could be widened at Hwy #6?

	

	Alan responds that he feels that Riverside would be the best street to be widened.

	

	Norman Gallant expresses concern of the visibility at the intersection of Riverside and #6.

	

	Alan Dow says that it is his intention to work with the Village to be able to widen Riverside Dr.

	

	Gail Saunders suggests that it only takes a short time to get used to living on a one-way street and that it 

	really works out well.

	

	George says that Allen St is a residential street and Legion has a business on it.

	

	Alan asks is there a consensus on which street would be the better to turn into a one-way?

	

	Evan Saunders asks if Legion and Marshall could both be turned into one-ways going in and widen 

	Riverside Drive.

	

	Norman asks if Legion Street can be widened?

	

	Alan says the Province may have enough land to widen Legion.

	

	Freddy asks to reroute all traffic to Riverside could be dangerous with the Fire Department.

	

	Giles asks Alan to have the study done and come back to Council with a recommendation.

	

	Eileen says we shouldn’t confuse the issue on too many people parking and pulling out on the Hwy 6 with

	the widening of Riverside Dr. We really need Riverside Dr to be widened.

	

	Giles thanks Alan Aitken for attending our meeting.

	

	Giles introduces the second issue, which is the rezoning of 14 Church Hill Ave.

	

	Sunny explains the differences between what the current zoning is now and what the changes would be.

	Sunny then reads 2 emails from residents. (see attached). She also explains that this is for rezoning only, 

	that after this is passed a building permit must be submitted to Council for approval. She then turns the  

	floor over to Jamil Dow.

	

	Jamil takes the floor and states that this is a proposal only, but if he decides to develop this land it will be a 

	an esthetically pleasing single level, multi-unit senior’s building. I would speak to property owners

	on the adjacent properties to reassure them, that my plans would not be detrimental to any of their 

	properties.

	

	Eileen says they are 3 three existing seniors buildings that do not add cosmetic value to the Community.

	

	Jamil restates that if he builds it will be esthetically appealing for the Community.

	

	Unknown asks how many units are going to built?

	

	Jamil answers that although 8 or 9 units would be allowed for the size of the property , he intends on 

	building somewhat smaller, keeping greenspace and as many of the mature trees as possible.

	

	Gail says it would be nice to have something developed on this property, keeping some of the trees and

	making it esthetically pleasing.

	

	Jamil says he would like to respond to Laurie Dempster’s comment. Jamil goes on to say that he has only

	owned the property for a couple of months and it’s the only property that he owns in the Village. This is

	his first step to work with the Community to better the site property.

	

	David Blacquiere asks what is the size of the property.

	

	Giles answers between 25,000 and 26,000 sq. ft.

	

	Gail asks if you have approval, when do you plan to build?

	Jamil answers that he hopes to build this year.

	

	Donny Gallant asks if this goes forward and there are plans, will they be able to look at the plans before the

	building permit is approved.

	

	Giles answers that the Council will receive, and discuss the application for building permit before it is 

	approved at their monthly meeting which are open to the public and they can come and see for themselves.

	

	Gary Gallant states that over the last few years the Community has been losing structures so shouldn’t we

	be opening our arms to this as long as it meets or exceeds our bylaws, for the betterment of the Community.

	

	Rick Blacquiere asks if there are height restrictions.

	

	Giles answers that there are.

	

	Sonny thanks Jamil and says she is unable to read the note that was sent to the office as it is unsigned.

	

	Giles introduces the final item on the agenda, the rezoning of the new subdivision from Rural 

	Resource to R1 and R2 Residential, to finalize this stage of the plan.

	

	Eileen asks what is Rural Resource?

	

	Giles says that this is now zoned farmland and must be changed to Residential and introduces Eric 

	Ellsworth to address this request.

	

	Eric answers that when the property was purchased from the Pineaus it was zoned Rural Resource and as 

	part of the process we must rezone this to Residential so we will be able to be ready for the Subdivision

	Plan. That’s why we have included this in the Public Meeting tonight, we have to have approval by the 

	Community to move forward. 

	

	Eileen asks if we are still developing this property ourselves.

	

	Eric answers yes.

	

	Gail questions Eric on receiving cost estimates for the project.

	

	Eric responds that once we find out if we are receiving Infrastructure Money and how much, we will come

	back to the Community with this information.

	

	Giles says that he will call a Public Meeting when the final figures are in.

	

	Gary asks if everything fell into place when would be the sod turning ceremony be?

	

	Eric replies that if we were approved and the Infrastructure money came in the spring we could be started 

	by late summer or early fall.

	

	

	

	

	Giles thanks everyone for coming and voicing their concerns and then adjourns the meeting.
