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	David calls meeting to order and turns the floor over to Eric Ellsworth. 

	

	Eric explains that along with himself,  Les Standen, Norman Gallant and Vernon Buote were selected to

	follow through on the plans on the Pineau Property on Cavendish Road. We have been meeting for the 

	last couple of months, looking at the options that might be available to us. We’ve come up with a plan, one

	that maximizes the space there. We promised at the last meeting that we would come back and give you 

	some updated information. This plan hasn’t received final consent. We come up with 69 lots, along with

	greenspace. We want to get a the general feeling of this plan. North Rustico has a lot to offer, bowling

	alleys, liquor store, hardware store, bank, restaurants and the proximity to Charlottetown and other places

	makes this Community very attractive place to live. We have an aging population, and people moving away

	for employment. We have a school here with the capacity for 350 and there is barely over the 200 mark, 

	and the majority are bussed in from surrounding areas. Tonight we want to get an idea of where we are and 

	how the Community feels and get some feedback. To get funding we can’t put tenders out before we 

	secure government funds, so therefore we can just get estimates. I want to open up the floor to questions.

	

	Carly Pineau asks we are questioning that there are 2 streets in North Rustico without water. On Timber

	Lane we have 2 businesses and an apartment building and houses and we still have no water. Every time we

	ask for it we are turned down. Now we are building a new subdivision and we still don’t have water. Why?

	

	Les responds that if we get funding, because the water and sewer does not make surplus money and 

	anything we do will increase the rates and we have been trying to hold the rates where they are. If we get

	an increase in usage then it eases off the pressure on increasing rates or if we get government funding.

	If we get government funding those streets could be done, but it depends on whether we get funding or not.

	

	Eric says what I understand is that lately we have done what we have received funding for. We did 

	upgrades and extensions to existing lines. The utility has been very careful with their funds, but if the 

	subdivision goes in it will help the utility additional dollars. We would have to look at the demographics

	of the street.

	Les said we don’t have the money at the moment, but I agree, everyone should be on sewer and water in 

	the Community.

	

	Gail Saunders asks with the water and sewer system we have now, will it handle the capacity of the new

	subdivision, or will the sewer system have to be expanded.

	

	Les says we are with a grant program that was approved last June by the government and by spring we will

	be moving forward with putting in a new tank which will give us more capacity for water. It will also give

	us the ability to treat the water, should we have a problem with the water and we continue to utilize the 

	current wells we have. We are also looking at a well that has been shut down before my time, but I 

	understand they needed the pump for Georgetown so they pulled it from the well. We are looking at 

	possibly bring this back on stream as a backup. So from a water capacity we are fine. We have already

	approached the government in relation to the capacity of this current sewage plant we have. We gain a lot

	with the last sewer work we put in, because of the new lines we put in. It would be our intention to move

	the plant with the increase in capacity and we are on record with the government on this subject.

	

	Gail asks do we have a proposed site where we are thinking of moving it.

	

	Les responds yes we do, we took the environmental people up to where the old dump site was. We talked

	to an engineering firm who had put a lagoon at a dump site over in New Brundwick. We’ll see we are 

	trying to move forward with it.

	

	David Gauthier asks if they put it over a dump site?

	

	Les answers yes.

	

	David questions are we talking about the old Community dump site because there is trenches that have 

	been buried for years.

	

	Les responds that this is a job for engineers and they have done this before.

	

	Donny Gallant what location is this?

	

	Les answers the old Village Dump Site.

	

	Sunny asks what do you have in mind to replace the green that is being removed.

	

	Les answers the planner already stated that they would save as many trees as they can, but also part of the 

	plan is to have 3 quality trees to go with each lot. We have already spoke to the government to see if they

	can supply some of the trees and we have also looked at what it would cost to buy trees. You would be 

	putting in approximately 200 trees which is probably more than the quality trees in there now. Also by 

	having the trees on each lot, it encourages people to do more landscaping, to make it look nice.

	

	Laurie Gallant asks to clarify if we will be voting tonight either yes or no on this plan?

	

	Les says we would like to get an indication.

	

	Laurie says I realize that the Committee has put a lot of time in this, but in the spring, regarding the land

	purchase, we felt it rushed. I want to express my disagreement with having 1 hour at the end of a election

	vote to discuss a plan of this magnitude.

	

	Les says if it’s the feeling of the people tonight that they are not ready to move forward at this time, that’s

	fine, we just need an indication, if we shelve it or not.

	

	Laurie says I’m not saying after buying the land to shelve it, but we haven’t had much of an opportunity

	to discuss it, to look at the numbers of what the lots would sell for. We should have access to all this before 

	we vote on it.

	

	Les answers in the spring we said the total cost would be approximately 1.2 million, of that $800,000 would 

	be the government portion and $400,000 would be the Community portion and we may get further 

	assistance with our portion as well. These numbers are being redone right now by the engineering firm, to  

	bring them up current. The goal on the lots are to sell somewhere between $25,000 to $30,000, depending

	on the location. Some lot areas are better than others, so there would be variation. So if we are borrowing 

	$400,000 we wouldn’t have to sell very many lots before you had a very small debt to carry.

	

	Laurie suggests that she would like look at the information and read it. I really don’t appreciate not having

	this information up front. Thank you.

	

	Eric explains that the Committee felt it would be an injustice to say this is what the cost is going to be. 

	There will be adjustments done to the price on the final survey. We want to bring people back to the 

	Community along with young families.

	

	Laurie says that she understands that but still wants to look at the information they have.

	

	Sunny asks if we can put information on the Village Website.

	

	Eric responds we will do that.

	

	Giles Gallant says the plan looks good. Is Sewer and Water is there enough holding power for the water  

	with the new tank going in. I have had some discussions with Les, I think it will be enough to allow 

	pressure. Costs, I do agree, coming to a meeting and asking our go ahead, have a rough cost breakdown,

	for the residents to look at. We know the costs are going to be ballpark, we know that nothing will 

	finalized until the project is approved, but we should be able to get from the engineers a ballpark figure on

	the sewer and water and the paving going in. I roughly did at 69 lots at $25,000 each, that’s 1.7 million,

	that’s the revenue we would get, but that’s the only figure we know. I agree if you are asking for approval,

	in principle you should have some kind of figures available.

	

	Les answers that yes we will get up to date figures and the previous figures we had, was $1.2 million with

	$800,000 revenue from the government and $400,000 for us to borrow.

	

	Giles replies that once you get the up to date figures, I agree with Laurie, that information should be made 

	available to the residents and they set a meeting a week later. This gives the residents time to review 

	everything and they can pick out whatever concerns they have. The concept of the plan I love, but there are

	other concerns that I think has to be addresses. Thank you.

	

	Ricky Blacquiere states that I have some concerns, my property is one of the properties most effected by 

	this project. The project is beautiful and I agree the Village has to grow and I understand that. I have a 

	business in the Village and that would help my business as well, and help everyone. I have some papers 

	here from the Land and Registry Office in Charlottetown and these are for anyone to look at. I am told that

	there is, I have a Right Of Way up there to my property, but on the papers I have from Charlottetown, it 

	saying that I have a Right Of Way to 5 lots on my property. I have been told by higher powers that it’s not

	right, well I have documentation here from the Dept of Land and Deeds in Charlottetown, in black and 

	white, and I got them this week, as of Tuesday and I’m told today that the Village lawyers said they’re

	not right. But I don’t see any documents to prove that. That’s one of my concerns. I have the documents

	which I am told, the Village lawyer says that’s not right. Well anybody want to look at these, you can see,

	and I have a stamp of approval, that the Right Of Way was put in, in 1966, August 1 and it was stamped by 

	Communities and Cultural Affairs in Charlottetown and these come right from the archives and with this 

	plan is beautiful, but what this plan does, they are putting lots on to my boundary line, taking the Right of 

	Way away. Now I’m told in Charlottetown they can’t do that. I would like to know who we hired to do this 

	plan and at what cost and if it has to be revised, is it going to cost the taxpayers more money to be revised.

	Somebody didn’t do their homework as far as I can see. I’ve got the proof right here. Another thing is the

	greenspace, I asked the question today, is there any of the lots on the greenspace? The answer I got was, if 

	they are they will be removed from this plan, well they shouldn’t be there in the first place, as far as I’m 

	concerned, somebody didn’t do their homework. That’s my concern. The plan looks great, but you’ve got to

	be able to answer some of these questions and I can’t get any answers. The only answers I was getting was 

	that our lawyer said it was OK, well he could be wrong, maybe he didn’t do his homework. I’ve got proof 

	in black and white and nobody seems to think I’m right, I got this from the Land and Registry Office, I

	mean it’s in their archives, are you telling them they’re wrong? Why didn’t someone catch this before they

	even got to this plan, that’s what I want to know?

	

	Les replies that we can hash this out for hours, but the truth is the lawyer said he read your deed, he looked

	at the documents and said that you had access to the existing road and on that plan it says proposed, so I’m 

	not going to argue with a lawyer, that’s what the Village hires the lawyer for and the lawyer says that the

	existing is the one where you are driving in and out of right now. Is he wrong, I don’t know, I’m not going

	to tell a lawyer he’s wrong, that the Village hired him and he did his job as far as we’re told. If he’s wrong,

	as you and I talked earlier, your lawyer and him can get together and they will hash that out. But the 

	lawyer clearly looked at the documents that you have and he said it’s the existing road you are going in and

	out now, not the proposed road, that’s never been built.

	

	Rick responds that you may want to look into this a little more because I got these from the Land and 

	Registry Office, from their archives, the people in their told me, whoever told you that, something’s wrong.

	That’s what they are telling me in Charlottetown. You have to have your facts straight, before you propose

	something like this to a whole Village and put a gun to our heads and say well you know, like Laurie says

	we’re not having enough time. This is very important. I have lots that I could will to my children someday,

	but with your existing proposal, you’re denying me the right to that access. Get your lawyer to look into it 

	and go to the Land and Deeds Dept to find out a little more because I have photocopies here. 

	

	Eric states that there appears to be a problem here, with regards to Ricky’s land, from days gone by. You

	really can’t land lock somebody and the way you’re land is developed, you didn’t really have direct access

	on to Gulfview, and this road that was there, nobody really took much consideration who really owned it.

	The Provincial government plowed it, courtesy of the fact that they plowed all the roads here within the

	Community. Then they came to us and said this road has never been deeded to us, so we’re not going to 

	take that liability any more for it and that’s what started that issue there, because anything that was 

	registered or approved in 1966, there were lots of subdivisions were approved across the province over the

	years, some of them were completed and some of them were not. If someone else came along and decided 

	to do something different with the land, so I guess what I’m saying here is that you have identified a 

	couple of issues here that I think, in fairness, we need to look at it and say OK, who’s right and who’s

	wrong and then say we can either stay with this plan or we need to make an adjustment to it. From that 

	point we’ll make a decision and we’ll have to get a legal advise.

	

	Donny Gallant asks who owns the Right Of Way?

	

	Eric answers the official ownership is the Community of North Rustico.

	

	Gail asks who would the road be deeded over to?

	

	Les answers to the province, when the new roads go in the subdivision, upon there completion, they will

	be deeded over to the province.

	

	Rick said that when we first bought the property, one of the things that the Council sold the people on, was

	said that we have two nice homes on that property, that’s why it’s such a good deal. The two nice homes,

	one of them was burned down last week and the other, the road goes right through the middle of it. These

	are the questions the people want to know.

	

	Vernon introduces himself and explains he’s not a resident of the Village but is on this Committee, it is 

	quite obvious that we won’t be making a decision tonight about the future of this plan, however a lot of 

	questions have been asked and the question that Rick asked, we’re trying our best to protect Rick’s

	interest. So we did our due diligence, and we found on the maps and the records we have it does not show

	a Right of Way around his land that would have been approved or never executed. So now it’s a legal issue,

	what we do with Rick’s property we can’t decide tonight. I was going to suggest, is that there were 

	a lot of points made tonight about information required and I think that if that information was put 

	together at some point, then we could probably address that and come back to another meeting and Rick

	your information would be part of the package. We should have some form of process where your 

	questions can be directed to this Committee and I suggest that you write your questions down and get them 

	in to the Village Administrator and maybe we could agree on a deadline for that. Maybe a week from 

	tonight, you put your questions down on paper and you put your name on the paper, so we know who to 

	contact, because in many cases one question leads to another question.

	Vernon then asks the group – Does that seem reasonable?

	The group says yes.

	Vernon asks can we agree on a week from today to have your questions submitted.

	

	Someone in the crowd asks if we will have the legal issue answered

	

	Vernon replies that this could take months, there could be challenge by Rick, but we could still approve the 

	plan as proposed pending the changes as a result of the litigation. We are working toward getting the 

	funding, if we don’t get the funding applications in, the plan isn’t going anywhere.

	

	Gary Gallant asks that we can have black and white figures to look at.

	

	Les answers that we will put it on the website.

	

	Gail asks when you speak of the cost of the plan, does that cost include the new sewer plant?

	

	Les replies no that’s a separate issue all together.

	

	Gail says so the extra cost, how will that affect the taxpayers? How much will my taxes go up?

	

	Les said that the current work being done will not affect rates at all. The long range plan whether this plan 

	is done or not, is already registered with the government, is to replace the existing sewer plant. It’s either

	going to be spend a lot of money on it or replace it.

	

	Eric responds if we hear what you are saying, we will ask for feedback by the middle of next week, next 

	Wednesday 11th , that you have your questions, comments, ideas, suggestions, concerns into the 

	Administrator. We will have a meeting shortly after that to have a look it and then we can start to share 

	information as we have it. We would probably suggest that we would have another public meeting in about

	3 weeks time. That will give you time to digest, what we’ve talked about here tonight and we’ve heard what

	you have said. From that it will give the Committee some responsibility to finalize a package that we can 

	have ready to submit to Community and Cultural Affairs when the Infrastructure money becomes 

	available. The last time funds became available you only had 4 weeks to submit an application.

	

	Les says we have met with the government and they loved the project. We have sent letters, so we are on 

	record, so that when funds become available.

	

	Giles says he would like to thank the Committee on the amount of work they have done.

	

	Laurie asks if notices could be posted on this process.

	

	Meeting adjourned.
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
